Committee Meeting details & Orders (Disciplinary, Executive & other)

The members appreciated the efforts of Dr. Navin Dang in this regard, and wanted issues like Web Space rental and Web Space (size) should be taken care off. 
The Secretary also told that representatives of Idea Tree had, C-25, Vasant Vihar, New Delhi-110057 gave a presentation on 23rd May, 2012.  The Committee had requested the vendor to submit a detailed proposal.    It was further informed that once the proposal has been submitted and examined by the Committee, the Committee shall revert back to the Council with its recommendations.  
4. To discuss the issue of online C.M.E.
Dr. Anil Goyal, Chairman, C.M.E. Committee of Delhi Medical Council informed that for developing an online C.M.E. site, a proposal was received from a company named B.M.J. Learning.  The proposal was examined thoroughly and a report regarding the same had been prepared.  The report of the C.M.E. Committee annexed herewith as Annexure ‘A’ was circulated to the Council members present.  After a lot of deliberation, it was decided that Committee should look into the issues like Sharing of revenue, Copyright, Proprietorship, Independent working cost.  Dr. Ajay Gambhir showed his concern about the content development.  

5. To discuss report of Anti quackery Committee

Minutes of the Anti Quackery Committee meeting held on 16th April,  2012, 19th April, 2012, 11th May, 2012 and 15th May, 2012,  which were circulated to the Council members present, were confirmed.  The same are appended herewith as annexure ‘B (colly)’.
The Council further requested the Director, Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi to impress upon Delhi Bharatiya Chikitsa Parishad not to encourage its registered practitioners to practice in allopathic system of medicine, as the same is in total violation of the various statutory provisions and judicial pronouncements and the same also militates against the Anti-Quackery initiative.  The Director, Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi was also requested to direct all the CDMOs  functioning under it, to send the compliance report of the Closure Orders passed by the Delhi Medical Council to strengthen the Anti-Quackery action and to enable the Council, to take further concrete action in this regard.  The Director, Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi assured that he will look into these issues and will do the needful.    

Dr. Anil Bansal, Chairman, Anti-Quackery Committee stressed that cases under Section 27 of Delhi Medical Council Act, 1997 be registered against qualified, registered Ayuvedic practitioners, practicing allopathic system of medicine as per CDMO report with other supporting documents. 
6. To approve the minutes of Finance Committee.
The Minutes of the Finance Committee dated 19th April, 2012, 7th May, 2012 and 14th May, 2012 were circulated to all the Council members present and briefed by the Vice-President.  The minutes of the Finance Committee dated 19th April, 2012, 7th May, 2012 and 14th May, 2012 appended herewith as annexure ‘C (colly), were confirmed. 
The members felt that Proposed Budget to be sent to Delhi Government for various headls like Building, C.M.E., Anti-Quackery and Online registration for allocation of fund. 
7. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct

1. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 729- A complaint of Shri R.L. Kain r/o. 66-B, Pocket-I, Dilshad Garden, Delhi – 110095, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of doctors of GTB Hospital, Dilshad Garden, New Delhi (C.R. No. 201027553441) and Escorts Heart Institute & Research Centre, Okhla Road, New Delhi (IPD No. IP00228152), resulting in death of complainant’s wife late Smt. Shakuntala, was confirmed.
Dr. O.P. Kalra recused himself from the proceedings as the case pertains to the Department of Medicine, Guru Teg Bahadur Hospital. 

The Council, however, directed that a copy of this Order be sent to Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi with a request to take note of the observation made by the Disciplinary Committee regarding the policy of transfer of patients from Govt. Hospital to private hospital and to take corrective action in this regard. 
2. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 744 - A reference from Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking inquiry into complaint of Shri Satpal Sharma r/o. B-229, Phase – I, Sector-3, Dwarka, New Delhi – 110075, alleging medical negligence in the treatment of late Sandeep Sharma s/o. Shri Satpal Sharma, is being examined by Delhi Medical Council.  It is noted that the late Sandeep Sharma was treated at Deen Dayal Upadhayay Hospital (DDUH/10/65643), Dr. Guru Govind Singh Govt. Hospital (Casual Regn. No. E-19045) and Dwarka Medicare & Maternity Centre, was confirmed. 
3. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 748 - A complaint of Shri Suneel Kumar r/o. F-1/33, St. No. 3, Mahavir Enclave, New Delhi – 110045, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Chandra Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father late Sher Singh at Chandra Hospital, RZF 1/1, Mahavir Enclave, (Near Dwarka Palam Flyover), New Delhi – 110045, resulting in his death on 21.3.2010, was confirmed.

The President Delhi Medical Council informed that a reference has been received from SPO, PNDT, Directorate of Family Welfare, Govt .of NCT of Delhi, as per which a sting operation was conducted by News Express T.V. channel which showed that a lady doctor namely Dr. Maya Devi Aggarwal of A-29, Anand Vihar, Vikas Marg Extension Main Road (Near Gurudwara), Delhi- 110092, was accepting advance money from a decoy customer for conducting illegal abortion.   Subsequently an inspection was conducted at Dr. Maya Devi Aggawal’s Centre in her presence.  The inspection team opined that there was a likelihood that illegal unauthorized abortions were being done at the Centre.  The President further informed that Dr. Maya Devi Aggarwal is registered with Delhi Medical Council.  The Council took a serious view of this matter and directed that written explanation be sought from Dr. Maya Devi Aggarwal and this matter be referred to the Disciplinary Committee of Delhi Medical Council for examination
