The  meeting  was  adjourned  at  2.30 pm  due  to  lack  of  quorum.     The meeting was reconvened at 3.00 p.m.
Dr. A.K. Aggarwal, President and Dr. Vinay Aggarwal, Vice President, expressed their inability to attend the meeting. 

Dr. Chander Prakash was requested to chair the meeting.

Dr. Chander Prakash welcomed the members to the meeting.

The following agenda was discussed :-

2. Confirmation of the minutes of the last meeting held on 27th February, 2013.
Minutes of the last Council meeting held on 27th February, 2013, which were circulated to all the members, were confirmed. 

3. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting held on 27th February, 2013. 

Action taken report, which was circulated to all the members, was approved.
4. To discuss about the minutes of the Finance Committee meeting 
Minutes of the Finance Committee meeting held on 18th February, 2013, 21st March, 2013 and 10th April, 2013, which were circulated to the Council members present, were confirmed.  The same are appended herewith as annexure ‘A’.
5. To discuss about the minutes of the Land & Building Committee meeting.
Minutes of the Building Committee meeting held on 8th April, 2013, which were circulated to the Council members present, were confirmed.  The same are appended herewith as annexure ‘B’.
6. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct.

The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1007 – A complaint of Shri Mahabir Singh, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors and nurses of All India Institute of Medical Sciences, in the treatment administered to complaint’s wife late Anita Devi at All India Institute of Medical Sciences, New Delhi, resulting in her death, was confirmed.
7. To discuss about the minutes of the Anti Quackery Committee.

1) Minutes of the Anti Quackery Committee meeting held on 1st April, 2013, which were circulated to the Council members present, were confirmed.  The same are appended herewith as annexure ‘C’.
2) The Council observed that in terms of the recommendations of the Anti Quackery for requesting Govt. of NCT of Delhi to initiate action against NEHM for promoting quackery, a letter be sent to Govt. of NCT Delhi, in this regard. 

3) In respect to matter relating to Dr. Manish Aggarwal that since Dr. Manish Aggarwal is neither registered with Delhi Medical Council nor has responded to notices of the Anti Quackery Committee of Delhi Medical Council, it is to be presumed that he does not possess any recognized medical qualification for practicing allopathy system of medicine in Delhi, he be proceeded against in accordance with DMC Act by ordering the Closure of his clinic. 

4) Dr. Anil Bansal, Chairman, Anti Quackery Committee informed the Council that it has come across that persons practising in yoga, Naturopathy have been found to be prefixing ‘Dr.’ to their names, hence, a letter be sent to AYUSH, asking them to refrain the naturopaths from prefixing ‘Dr’ to their names. 
8. Any other item with permission of Chair

1) A reminder be sent to Health Minister, Govt. of NCT of Delhi for seeking appointment for amendment in DMC Act in relation to anti quackery issues in addition to deletion of explanation to section 27. 
2) The Council further observed that in the next council meeting, members be informed about the status / progress made in respect of online registration and also about the status of legal vetting of MoU to be entered with BMJ learning regarding online CME.  
3) One of the member submitted that an internal auditor for periodic auditing of accounts of the Council should be appointed.  The Chairman directed that Finance Committee of Delhi Medical Council should look into this suggestion. 
4) The Council further noted that since no progress has been made in regard to earlier decision of the Council inviting suggestion / views of the members in respect to the proposed amendments to the DMC Act, a reminder (through email) be sent to all the Council members, to do the needful, within a time frame. 

5) In regard to a proposal from a member requesting that DMC should issue a clarification to DHS in respect of its order in complaint No. 796 of Smt. Nathi Devi w/o. Shri Mantu Ram, Jugi No. A Block, 168, Sarai Pipal Bathili, Bandhola, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Santom Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son late Sonu at Santom Hospital, D-5, Prashant Vihar, Outer Ring Road, Rohini, Delhi, resulting in his death on 25.6.2010 at Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital, where he subsequently received treatment, the Council after due deliberations, held that in view of the observation made by the Delhi Medical Council in its order No. DMC/DC/F.14/Comp.796/2012/168411-168416 dated 18th July, 2012, no clarification is required to be issued in this regard.  

6) The Council noted that in terms of a communication received on 31.3.2013 from Hony. State Secretary, Delhi Medical Association nominating name of Dr. Anil Aggarwal, President, DMA to the Disciplinary Committee of Delhi Medical Council, Dr. Anil Aggarwal was invited and has attended the Disciplinary Committee meeting held on 9th April, 2013.   It was further noted that Dr. Anil Aggarwal in addition to other members of the Disciplinary Committee, has been sent a letter for the Disciplinary Committee meeting scheduled for 26th April, 2013.   It was also noted that Secretary, DMA vide his letter dated 4th April, 2013 has informed that the nomination of Dr. Anil Aggarwal to the Disciplinary Committee of Delhi Medical Council is to be confirmed by DMA State Executive Committee, therefore, its implementation may be kept in abeyance.  The Council observed that in view of the anomaly created by the letters of Secretary DMA, since notice has been issued Dr. Anil Aggarwal inviting him participate in Disciplinary Committee meeting scheduled for 26th April, 2013, he may participate in the said meeting, so that the functioning of the Disciplinary Committee is not adversely affected, however, subsequent to this, till such time Delhi Medical Association confirm his nomination to Disciplinary Committee, his nomination as requested by Delhi Medical Association be kept in abeyance. 
7) The Council further observed that the matter pertaining to allotment / purchase of suitable land for setting up the office of Delhi Medical Council be pursued vigorously with Government /Government agencies.  Dr. K.K. Aggarwal be co-opted as a member to the Land and Building Committee.
