The meeting was adjourned at 2.30 pm due to lack of quoram.  The meeting was reconvened at 3.00 pm.

The President welcomed the members to the meeting. 
The following agenda was discussed :-

1. Confirmation of the minutes of the last meeting held on 16th November, 2011

Minutes of the last Council meeting held on 16th November, 2011, which were circulated to all the members, were confirmed.

2. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting held on 16th November, 2011

Action taken report, which was circulated to all the members, was approved. 
3. To inform the members about progress of Land & Building Committee
The Secretary informed that the renovation work at Room No. 308, 3rd Floor, Dean’s Office, MAMC, New Delhi is underway and is likely to be completed by the end of February 2012.  
4. To discuss the representation dated 8th December, 2011 received from Dr. Subodh Gupta, Secretary, APP
A representation of Dr. Subodh Gupta, Secretary, Association of Practising Pathologists was taken up for consideration by the Council.  On perusal of the representation, the President, Delhi Medical Council constituted a Committee under the Chairmanship of Dr. N.V. Kamat, Director Health Services with Dr. Manoj Singh, Dr. Navin Dang, Dr. K.K. Aggarwal as members, to examine the same and give their observations.  

Dr. Anil Goyal was of the view that the subject matter of the APP does not fall within the jurisdiction of Delhi Medical Council and the same should be referred to Directorate of Health Services for appropriate action. 

5. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct

1. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 739 - Shri Ranan Verma s/o. Shri Ashok Verma r/o. 465, A-1, Bhola Nath Nagar, Shahdara, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. N.K. Gupta, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s grandfather late R.N. Verma at Surgi Centre Nursing Home & Maternity Centre, D-15, Vivek Vihar, 
Delhi-110095, resulting in late R.N. Verma’s death at BLK Memorial Hospital on 27.8.2009, where he was subsequently treated, came up for confirmation.
Whilst confirming the decision, the Council made the following observations :-

(i) That since hernia operation is not an advanced laproscopic procedure, the word “advanced” appearing in the observations of the Disciplinary Committee Order “ advanced laproscopic procedure in a high risk patient” be deleted.

(ii) The Council further observed that record keeping at Surgi Centre (Nursing Home) was also inadequate.  
This observation is to be incorporated in the final order to be issued.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.
2. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 756 – Shri Ravi Sawlani r/o. J-44, Kirti Nagar, 
New Delhi – 110015, forwarded by Medical Council of India against Dr. A.K. Handa and Dr. Gopal Goel of Handa Nursing Home, Raja Garden, New Delhi, was confirmed. 
3. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 718- A representation from Police Station North Rohini, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Akshay Kapoor r/o. 193, Bannu Enclave, Pitampura, Delhi–110034, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Raj Kohli and Dr. Vijay Kholi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Sonika Kapoor at Kohli Nursing Home & Maternity Centre, 18, 19/F-18, Sector-8, Rohini (Near Fountain Chowk), New Delhi–110085; Smt. Sonika Kapoor was subsequently treated in City Hospital (affiliated to Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Rajinder Nagar, New Delhi), came up for confirmation.
While confirming the decision, the Council observed that the decision / opinion of the Delhi Medical Council holding Dr. Raj Kohli guilty of medical negligence is final.   However, the Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 30 days from the date of the Order.  
This observation is to be incorporated in the final Order to be issued.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed. 
4. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 846 – Shri Amit Kumar r/o. A-4, Nathu Colony, Mandoli Road, Shahdara, Delhi – 110093, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. K.D. Sadhwani of Yashoda Hospital, IIIrd M. Nehru Nagar, Ghaziabad, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Uttam Rani at Yashoda Hospital, resulting in her death, was confirmed.
5. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 909 - Shri Akhil Narang r/o. 42, Raj Nagar, Near Rani Bagh, Delhi – 110034, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. G.S. Kochhar of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, in the treatment administered to complaint’s son Master Kanishq Narang at Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, Punjabi Bagh, New Delhi, was confirmed.
6. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 836 - Shri Manoharlal r/o. H.No. 62, Gopal Park, Delhi – 110051, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Deepa Singh of Ashoka Nursing Home, F-3/15-6, Vijay Chowk, Krishna Nagar, Delhi, resulting in the death of complainant’s daughter-in-law late Anita Kambhoj on 5.10.2010 at Max Balaji Hospital, Patparganj, New Delhi, where she was subsequently treated, was confirmed.
7. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 847 - Smt. Sunita Kumar r/o. House No. 4/2368, Gali No. 9, Bihari Colony, Shahdara, Delhi – 110032, alleging medical negligence on the part of St. Stephen’s Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant and her new born baby at St. Stephen’s Hospital, was confirmed.
8. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 874 - Shri Ramesh Khattri Nambardar, r/o Ward No.-30, Garhi Brahman, Sonipat, Haryana, forwarded by Medical Council of India, against doctors of Saxena Multispecialty Hospital Near Civil Hospital, Delhi Road, Sonipat, Haryana and Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Rajinder Nagar, Delhi, was confirmed.
9. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 872 - Ms. Veronica Magar r/o. 1/19, Sarva Priya Vihar, New Delhi- 110016, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. P.K. Talwar, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Pheonix Hospital, E-60, Greater Kailash-I, New Delhi–110048, came up for confirmation.
Whilst confirming the Order of the Executive Committee, the Council observed that the following observations of the Executive Committee “A small area of burn on the forehead resulting from use of cautrey during the forehead lift is also a well known complication, even it unfortunately occurs in the same patient” be substituted with “a small area of burn on the forehead resulting from use of cautrey can occur in some cases”. 

This observation is to be incorporated in the final order to be issued.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.
10. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 919 - Shri Narender Kumar, 98/1, Gali No. 3, Kui Wali Gali, Than Singh Nagar, Anand Parwat, New Delhi-110005 against Dr. D.K. Gupta T-636-B, Baljeet Nagar, New Delhi-110008, was confirmed.
11. The Order of the Executive Committee-A representation from Police Station Shahabad Dairy, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Priya d/o. Shri Raj Kumar Tyagi, was confirmed.

6. To discuss report of Anti quackery Committee
The Council approved the minutes of the Anti Quackery Committee meeting held on 22nd December, 2011 and 23rd December, 2011, appended herewith as annexure ‘A’ which were circulated to all the members. 

7. sAny other item with permission of Chair

(i) The Registrar informed that the Ethics Committee under the Chairmanship of Dr. K.K. Aggarwal has examined, deliberated and prepared a note on the issue of quantum of punishment and the same will be emailed to all the Council members for their observations / suggestions.  Once the views of the members on this issue have been received, the same will be put up to the Ethics Committee for further consideration.  The Ethics Committee will then revert back to the Council with its views / observations.
(ii) The Council also requested the Ethical Committee to suggest a mechanism for dealing with complaints which are frivolous in nature.

(iii) The Council observed that since there were still considerable number of doctors in Delhi who are not registered with Delhi Medical Council, a letter be sent to Directorate of Health Services apprising of the statutory requirement of registration under Delhi Medical Council Act, 1997, with a request that necessary directions be issued by Directorate of Health Services to all the hospitals and Nursing Homes functioning under it to ensure that doctors employed / working with them are registered with Delhi Medical Council.     

(iv) The Secretary informed that India Habitat Centre has been booked as a venue for convening the meeting of State Medical Councils scheduled for 18th & 19th February, 2012.
