Dr. Arun Kumar Gupta, President chaired the meeting. 

Dr. Arun Kumar Gupta welcomed the members to the meeting.

The following agenda was discussed:-

(i) Issue of quantum of punishment in regard to Disciplinary action with reference to the India Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics) Regulations, 2002.
The President directed that a Committee be constituted comprising the following members with a request to draft the guidelines regarding this subject in reference to the Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics) Regulations, 2002.

It was further directed that copy of the Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics) Regulations, 2002 be circulated to all the members with a request to prepare a blue-print regarding this, and revert back with the suggestions/recommendations.

It is noted that above mentioned doctors are permanently registered with Delhi Medical Council and have submitted their respective representations, to the effect that internship completion certificates from District Hospital, Jaunpur and Hindu Rao Hospital, respectively submitted by them at the time of seeking permanent registration were not issued by the concerned competent authority and found to be fake/forged and the same was accepted in their respective representations. It is further requested by them in their respective representations, to cancel their permanent registration with Delhi Medical Council and allow them to start the 1 year internship again so that any dispute on their profession are removed forever. 

On perusal of the representations of Dr. Susheel Kumar Jain and Parvez Ahamed Chouhan, the Executive Committee observed that the above mentioned two doctors have voluntarily accepted their guilt of wrong doing and also accepted to start the internship all over again for a period of one year, in view their of the Executive Committee directed that the previous Registration no. DMC/R/14731 of Dr. Susheel Kumar Jain and Registration no DMC/R/13633 of Dr. Parvez Ahamad Chouhan, respectively be cancelled forthwith and they have to apply afresh for provisional registration to start the fresh internship for a period of one year and on completion of internship apply again for permanent registration with Delhi Medical Council subject to their fulfilling all the necessary requirement including the completion of their Internship in Medical Council of India approved institutions and requisite verification Internship Completion Certificate. 

(b) The Council approved payment of membership dues of IAMRA for current year and also for previous years. The Council gives approval to President, Registrar and Dr. Satendra Singh for attending the 13th International Conference of Medical Regulation from 06th October to 09th October, 2018 in Dubai, UAE. 

(c) The President informed the members about holding a conference on ethics on the subject Disarming Dialogues on 4th and 5th October, 2018 at University of Chicago Centre in Delhi, Baba Kharak Singh Marg, Delhi : TEACH (Teaching Ethics and Advocating for change in Healthcare) to be done under the banner of the Delhi Medical Council in association with Bucksbaum Institute for Clinical Excellence, University of Chicago and Medical Humanities Group, University College of Medical Sciences to conduct two workshop on ethics and professionalism. Majority of the finances are borne by University of Chicago and University College of Medical Sciences (including airfare of international faculty, their stay and venue). The Delhi Medical Council may become supporting partner in this endeavor by supporting part of the finances. 

The collaboration ‘Disarming Dialogues (DD) will start with DD- SPEAK (Stories of Professionalism and Ethics as an Approach to Knowing) which will help participants in identifying and discussing real-life stories that highlight issues of ethics and professionalism; and identify ways to use them in medical education.

The second day is dedicated to DD-TEACH (Teaching Ethics and Advocating for change in Healthcare) where participants will be able to defend the need to form ally include discussion on ethical issues in the medical curriculum; identify the gains and challenges in the recent Supreme Court decision on passive euthanasia and advanced medical directives; and discuss the ethical dimensions of the euthanasia debate.

Bucksbaum Institute for Clinical Excellence, University of Chicago are leaders in ethics and professionalism. Dr. Mark Siegler, executive director runs the oldest, largest and most successful clinical ethics fellowship in the world at MacLean Centre for Clinical Medical Ethics at the University of Chicago. Dr. Ranjana Srivastava, main speaker at DD workshops was bestowed with the order of Australia (OAM) in 2017 for her work and services to medicine, particularly in the field of doctor-patient communication. The OAM is the principal and most prestigious means of recognizing outstanding members of the community at a National Level.
