O R D E R 

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Suraj Sharma s/o Ram Prakash Sharma, r/o H. No. 1567 Shastri Nagar Delhi-110052, alleging professional misconduct on the part of doctors of NKS Hospital, Gulabi Bagh, Delhi. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 01st September, 2023 is reproduced herein below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Suraj Sharma s/o Ram Prakash Sharma, r/o H. No. 1567 Shastri Nagar Delhi-110052, alleging professional misconduct on the part of doctors of NKS Hospital, Gulabi Bagh, Delhi. 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. D.S. Chatwal, Chief Executive Officer, NKS Super Specialty Hospital and other documents submitted therewith. 
It is noted that the complainant has alleged that at 9.45 pm on 26.12.2019, he presented to the NKS Hospital with injuries but he was not given any treatment as the hospital staff insisted upon him to first make the payment. 
Dr. D.S. Chatwal of NKS Hospital in his written statement averred that as per the hospital records on the night of 22nd December, 2022 at approximately 10.30pm, an incident occurred involving a patient, his family members, and relatives at the hospital’s emergency department. It is regrettable to inform that the situation escalated to verbal abuse, physical altercations with the hospital staff and doctors, and the destruction of hospital property. Following this unfortunate incident and at the behest of Mr. Rakesh Pant, the administrator of NKS hospital, first information report (FIR No. 157/19) under section 323, 341, 506, 427, 34 IPC, and sections 3 and 4 of the DMSP & MSI Act 2008 was promptly filed at Gulabi Bagh Police Station. The accused individuals, including Mr. Suraj Sharma, his relatives Yashoda, Ram Prakash, Lalit and others, are named and have been booked in the FIR. Respecting the due process of law, the police case is currently under investigation. While some of the accused have been released on bail, the court has rejected bail applications for others. It is imperative to highlight that NKS hospital has fully cooperated with the police and provided them with all necessary information to aid in the investigation. 

In light of the above, the Executive Committee is not in a position to reconcile the different versions of the complainant and the hospital, hence, no further action can be considered in the present matter and the same stands disposed.
Complaint stands disposed.” 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 01st September, 2023 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 20th September, 2023.
