On perusal of the representation from police, copy of complaint of Smt. Reema Singh Rawat and documents submitted therewith, the Executive Committee observed that this office letters dated 13.03.2023, 21.06.2023, 05.07.2023  wherein the police as well as the complainant were informed that all the annexures mentioned in the complaint dated 01.11.2018 were not marked in the enclosures attached with the complaint and further it was directed that the said deficiency be removed. In response to the said letter, the Police vide letter No.113./Compt./( DA-III)/East, Delhi dated 12.01.2024 have again provided a copy of set of medical records which again do not mention the annexures/or are marked as averred in the complaint. Further some of the documents as mentioned in the complaint also could not be identified from set of medical records provided. It is also observed that para 7 in the complaint provided to Delhi Medical Council is also missing or is incomplete. Further the husband of the complainant Smt Reema Ravat when informed telephonically about the aforementioned deficiencies assured that he will remove them, however till date he has failed to do the same and notices send to the complainant at her address  r/o 471A, Regal, Shipra Suncity Indirapuram, Ghaziabad mentioned in the complaint have returned undelivered with noting from postal department ‘Left’

In view of the above, the Delhi Medical Council is unable to proceed further in this matter.
