O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police South District seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Akhil Girdhar s/o Late Shri Om Prakash Girdhar r/o 198, FF, Sant Nagar, East of Kailash Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Rainbow Hospital, in the treatment of complainant’s daughter Ms. Drisha, resulting in her death on 09.02.2023. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 07th August, 2023 is reproduced herein below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police South District seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Akhil Girdhar s/o Late Shri Om Prakash Girdhar r/o 198, FF, Sant Nagar, East of Kailash Delhi(referred hereinafter as complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Rainbow Hospital, in the treatment of complainant’s daughter Baby Drisha(referred hereinafter as patient), resulting in her death on 09.02.2023. 

The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, joint written statement of Dr. Nikhil Mishra, Dr. Juhi Chouksey, Dr. Amit Agarwal, Dr. Chandrashekhar Singh, copy of medical records of Rainbow Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee noted that patient Drisha 6 months old female baby had high grade fever from 03rd February, 2023 and was taken to Fortis La Femme Hospital in Greater Kailash. She also had loose stool and vomiting. Here she was seen in OPD and prescribed some medicines and sent home. Later at home the child’s condition did not improve and she also had convulsions. At this time she was taken to Rainbow Children’s Hospital and was admitted there on 05.02.2023 at 7.42 pm with the probable diagnosis of hypernatremia dehydration/ ?meningitis.  The lab report on 05.02.2023 at 8.17pm showed sodium level at 208 mmol/l (normal limit 134-142), urea 138.4mg/dl (normal limit 9-30) and high serum creatinine 1.42 mg/dl. Thus a diagnosis of hypernatremia with acute renal failure was made and proper treatment started. 
On review of the hospital treatment records it is clear that the child’s condition was serious and she was started on appropriate treatment in PICU. She was also regularly attended by senior pediatric consultant also. However, the child’s condition did not improve and she later also had bilateral pleural effusion mild ascites (as per USG report) and EEG records suggestive of diffuse cerebral dysfunction. Only one blood culture report of 07th February, 2023 gave Klebsiella pneumonia (within 48 hours of admission) which as per accepted clinical norms/definitions is not a Hospital acquired infection. Inspite of proper management, the child’s condition did not improve and she succumbed to the disease and its various complications, on 09.02.2023 at 2.15pm. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Rainbow Hospital, in the treatment of complainant’s daughter Baby Drisha. 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 07th August, 2023 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 21st August, 2023.
