O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Praveen Chopra r/o 46-B, LIG Flats, IInd Floor, Rajouri Garden, New Delhi-110027, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ritin Goyal of Insight Eye Clinic, J-9/5, Rajouri Garden, New Delhi-110027.    

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th November, 2023 is reproduced herein below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Praveen Chopra r/o 46-B, LIG Flats, IInd Floor, Rajouri Garden, New Delhi-110027(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ritin Goyal of Insight Eye Clinic, J-9/5, Rajouri Garden, New Delhi-110027 (referred hereinafter as the said Clinic).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Ritin Goyal, Insight Eye Clinic, copy of medical records of Insight Eye Clinic and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted that the patient Shri Praveen Chopra, 50 years male underwent an uncomplicated left eye IOL surgery at Insight Eye Clinic on 06.06.2023. The operative surgeon was Dr. Ritin Goyal who is a qualified and registered eye surgeon. The surgery was done under topical anaesthesia and no peribulbar and retro bulbar anaesthesia were given. The IOL implanted was Sensar model by Johnson and Johnson. The post operative recovery as far as visual activity is concerned was rapid (6/6 P) from day one post operative and was maintained till available follow up to month of July, 2023. The symptoms of the patient i.e, seeing a shadow in the left field of vision in the presence of an uncomplicated surgery is best described as a negative dysphotopsia. This is a rare phenomenon described with the implantation of posterior chamber IOL and can be seen even in uncomplicated IOL surgery with posterior chamber IOLs. Usually this disappear with time. 

In the present scenario the same optical phenomenon is being witnessed by the complainant after an uncomplicated IOL surgery and in no way the operating surgeon can be considered to be negligent.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Ritin Goyal of Insight Eye Clinic, in the treatment of complainant.
