O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Shubham Gupta r/o. F-69, DDA Flats, 	New Ranjit Nagar, New Delhi – 110008, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of B.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri Subhash Chand at K.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital, New Delhi.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 3rd September, 2014 is reproduced herein-below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medial Council examined a complaint of Shri Shubham Gupta r/o. F-69, DDA Flats, New Ranjit Nagar, New Delhi – 110008 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of B.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri Subhash Chand (referred hereinafter as the patient) at B.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110005 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).	
	
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Anand Saxena and Dr. Vikas Gupta, copy of medical records of B.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee notes that the patient, was a case of diabetes, DSA, hypertension, unstable angina, bilateral carotid arteries stenosis, weakness, incordination of right sided limb. The patient had been receiving injection strocit from the day of admission i.e. 12th July 2012 to 18th August 2012 and there is no recorded respiratory discomfort/symptoms and on examination, his chest was clear with normal   bilateral    airentry .   On   19th   July   2012 ,    he    developed
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breathlessness and it appears to be inconsequence to injection strocit, as the patient was receiving it from 12th July, 2012.  It is observed that, the development of left hemiparesis following coronary angiography, is a rare and known complication of procedure and can occur in about one percent of case.

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of B.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father Shri Subhash Chand.
