O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ramswarup Azad (referred hereinafter as the complainant) r/o. A-2/106, Nand Nagri, Delhi – 110093, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Anil Aggarwal of G.B. Pant Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Ramwati Devi (referred hereinafter as the patient) at G.B. Pant Hospital, New Delhi, resulting in her death on 4.11.2011. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ramswarup Azad r/o. A-2/106, Nand Nagri, Delhi – 110093, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Anil Aggarwal of G.B. Pant Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Ramwati Devi (referred hereinafter as the patient) at G.B. Pant Hospital, New Delhi, resulting in her death on 4.11.2011. 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and copy of medical records attached therewith. 

The Executive Committee notes that the patient Smt. Ramwati Devi, was operated for pylorus stenosis – Truncal for which vagotomy and Gastojejunostomy was done in 1984.  Patient remained comfortable after that.  In 2003 patient underwent surgery for Cholelithiasis and Choledoclo deuodenal fistula for which Open cholecystectomy and choledochoduodenostomy and duodenorraphy was done as per standard medical practice.  Patient remained well till August 2011 (No record of any 
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treatment  available).   From  July / August  2011,  patient  started  having upper abdominal problem – treated as OPD patient.  Relevant investigations like USG, UGIE and Ba MFT done which did not show any significant problem.  Though CT could have been done but it is not necessary  if  surgeon  feels  so  as  there  was nothing significant in USG, UGIE and Ba MFT (CT Scan done in May 2011 also did not reveal anything significant except Pneumobilia which is a normal finding after Choledochoduodenostomy.) CT scan done on 16th October 2011 for the first time revealed collection in right subhepatic region.  Patient was admitted on 19.10.2011 for the treatement and PCD (referred to Radiologist) Guided aspiration could not be done due to high INR (as per records).  The patient became sick on 22.10.2011 (most likely septsemia), put on ventilator and resuscitated adequately. PCD was placed and suitable antibiotics were given.  Patient was stabilized after that, however, she again became sick on 24.10.2011 and resuscitated and treated with help of multiple specialist.  PCD dislodged accidently.  As there was no residual collection and high INR no fresh PCD was placed (as per records).  Patient was persistently on ventilator and remained sick and died on 4.11.2011.  

In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. Anil Aggarwal of G.B Pant Hospital, in the treatment administered to the patient at G.B. Pant Hospital. The patient was treated as per professional practices in such cases and she died due to her underlying medical condition. 

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th November, 2013.
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
