O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station Paschim Vihar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Suresh Singh (referred hereinafter as the complainant) r/o. 26, Arvind Enclave, Nangloi, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter Ms. Pooja Dabas (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, FC-34, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi – 110063 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 16.10.2012. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 31st October, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station Paschim Vihar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Suresh Singh (referred hereinafter as the complainant) r/o. 26, Arvind Enclave, Nangloi, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter Ms. Pooja Dabas (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, FC-34, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi – 110063 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 16.10.2012. 

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police and medical records of Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, as provided by the Police.  
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The Executive Committee observed that the patient Ms. Pooja Dabas delivered a baby by LSCS under Spinal Anaesthesia on 6.10.2012.  The patient developed severe refractory hypotension after delivery of baby and removal of placenta.  All appropriate resuscitative measures were taken like I.V. fluids, atropine, dopamine, noradrenaline, adrenaline, however, she did not respond to the above therapy and went into cardiac arrest, after 20-25 minutes of administration of Spinal Anesthesia.  Most probably it was due to amniotic fluids embolism, as hypotension developed immediately after placenta removal.  The patient was always under supervision.  She was never neglected during operation and after proper resuscitation, she was shifted to ICU and she expired on 16.10.2012.

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of the doctors of Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter late Pooja Dabas.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 31st October, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th November, 2013.
