The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Dushyant Vats r/o. House No. 12, Block No. 20, Lodhi Colony, New Delhi–110003 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. M. Rohtagi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s sister-in-law Mrs. Pavitra Vats (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Holy Family Hospital, Okhla Road, New Delhi–110025 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 15.11.2012.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th February, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Dushyant Vats r/o. House No. 12, Block No. 20, Lodhi Colony, New Delhi–110003 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. M. Rohtagi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s sister-in-law Mrs Pavitra Vats (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Holy Family Hospital, Okhla Road, New Delhi–110025 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 15.11.2012.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Medical Superintendent, Holy Family Hospital and copy of medical records of Holy Family Hospital, as forwarded by Directorate of Health Services.

The patient late Pavitra Vats G2A1, at forty weeks two days was rightly induced and had successfully delivered.  The patient had post-mortem haemorrhage (PPH) which was managed medically.  PPH was not controlled and was treated surgically.  The patient was treated as per standard protocol, unfortunately inspite of that, the patient went into Disseminated Intra Vascular Coagulation (DIC) and expired.  DIC is a known complication of PPH, which has grave prognosis, inspite of best of treatment.  Prima-facie no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. M. Rohtagi, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s sister-in-law Mrs Pavitra Vats at Holy Family Hospital.
Complaint stands disposed.”
