The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Ms. Madhumeet Kaur r/o. Tower -13, Flat No.-301, Heritage City, M. G. Road, Gurgaon, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. H.K. Chopra, Dr. Manoj Kumar, Dr. Shiv Chopra and Moolchand Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri H.S. Rekhi); the patient subsequently received treatment at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 16th July, 2014 is reproduced herein-below :-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Madhumeet Kaur r/o. Tower -13, Flat No.-301, Heritage City, M. G. Road, Gurgaon (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. H.K. Chopra, Dr. Manoj Kumar, Dr. Shiv Chopra and Moolchand Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri H.S. Rekhi (referred hereinafter as the patient); the patient subsequently received treatment at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Manoj Kumar, Senior Consultant Orthopaedic Surgeon, Department of Orthopaedic Surgery, Dr. H.K. Chopra, Senior Consultant, Department of Preventive Cardiology, Dr. Shiv Chopra, Senior Consultant Surgeon,
Department of Surgery of Moolchand Medcity, Dr. Madhu Handa, Medical Administrator, Moolchand Medcity and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee observed that the patient had peri-prosthetic fracture of left femur and was operated after two days with total hip replacement.  The post-operatively period was complicated by dilation of 
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stomach and acute coronary syndrome.  Both were managed as per the standard protocols.  The patient had grade-I superficial sacral abrasiom,
which was attended to by competent surgeons.  The patient was discharged in a stable condition.  The patient expired one month and four days after discharge (28.4.2012).
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. H.K. Chopra, Dr. Manoj Kumar, Dr. Shiv Chopra and Moolchand Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri H.S. Rekhi.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 16th July, 2014 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 17th July, 2014.
