O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Ms. Chetna Arora w/o. Shri Mahinder Arora, r/o. House No. 357, Hakikat Nagar, Mall Road, Delhi, forwarded by Delhi Dispute Resolution Society, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sunderal Jain Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband Shri Mahinder Arora at Sunderlal Jain Hospital, Ashok Vihar, Phase – III, Delhi.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th March, 2014 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Chetna Arora w/o. Shri Mahinder Arora, r/o. House No. 357, Hakikat Nagar, Mall Road, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Delhi Dispute Resolution Society, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sunderal Jain Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband Shri Mahinder Arora (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Sunderlal Jain Hospital, Ashok Vihar, Phase – III, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).


The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Subhash Agarwal, Dy. Medical Superintendent, Sunderlal Jain Hospital, copy of medical records of Sunderlal Jain Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the correct treatment was provided by the said Hospital to the patient.  The complications that the patient suffered  from  following  colostomy  closure (Entero  Cutaneous  Fistula) is a 
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very common complication following entero-enteral anastomosis which may be due to multiple factors. Usually many of such patients respond to conservative management and had the patient agreed for that, the fistula could have healed.  However, the patient probably did not want to wait, therefore, presented to Ganga Ram Hospital, where revision surgery was done.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Sunderal Jain Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband Shri Mahinder Arora at Sunderlal Jain Hospital.
Complaint stands disposed.”
