O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Surjit Singh r/o. House No. 1, Block-C, Gali No. 4, Dasrath Puri, New Delhi– 110045 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Niranjan Kaur (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Institute of Liver & Biliary Sciences, D-1, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi, resulting in her death on 3.3.2013.
The Order of  the  Executive  Committee  dated  3rd   September,  2014  is  reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medial Council examined a complaint of Shri Surjit Singh r/o. House No. 1, Block-C, Gali No. 4, Dasrath Puri, New Delhi– 110045 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Niranjan Kaur (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Institute of Liver & Biliary Sciences, D-1, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi, resulting in her death on 3.3.2013.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, and copy of medical records, as supplied by the complainant 

The Executive Committee notes that the patient 61 years female was seen at Dr. Lal Path, CGHS Dispensary, Dwarka,  Janakpuri, New Delhi and Soni Medical Centre, none of them gave the patient a definitive diagnosis. It is only when she went to Balaji Cancer Hospital, she was told that she has a liver disease and was advised to attend ILBS Hospital, Vasant Kunj, New Dehi.  At ILBS, she was investigated thoroughly and found to have decompensated cirrhosis with hepatorenal syndrome with severe sepsis. She was admitted with hepatic encephalopathy at ILBS and finally died due to the terminal liver disease.

The medical management for decompensated liver disease had been carried out at ILBS according to the standard protocol but probably the patient failed to respond to the treatment owing to the progressive downhill cause of the disease.     

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Niranjan Kaur at Institute of Liver & Biliary Sciences.
