The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Mrs. Sabhana w/o. shri Jaffar Ali r/o. C-78, Gali No. 1, Munga Nagar, Delhi – 110094, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. R. Singh and Dr. Deepali Bisht of Mavi Hospital Pvt. Ltd., in the treatment administered to the complainant at Mavi Hospital Pvt. Ltd., C-2/11, Nehru Vihar, Karawal Nagar Road, Delhi – 110094.

The  Order  of  the  Executive  Committee  dated  9th March, 2015  is  reproduced herein-below :

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Mrs. Sabhana w/o. shri Jaffar Ali r/o. C-78, Gali No. 1, Munga Nagar, Delhi – 110094 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. R. Singh and Dr. Deepali Bisht of Mavi Hospital Pvt. Ltd., in the treatment administered to the complainant at Mavi Hospital Pvt. Ltd., C-2/11, Nehru Vihar, Karawal Nagar Road, Delhi – 110094 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Deepali Bisht, Dr. R. Singh Mavi, Director, Mavi Hospital, copy of medical records of Mavi Hospital and other documents on record.
It is noted that the complainant whilst admitted in the said Hospital in the post-delivery period, at 3.45 p.m. on 21st February, 2012, complained of pain and swelling of right hand and forearm after i.v injection.  On examination, the complainant was found to have swelling with bluish discolouration, coldness of right hand. However the movement were normal in all fingers and the radial pulse was palpable. The canula line was changed, dressing with  sumag and  limb  elevation  was  done  and orthopaedic reference was sent.
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The patient was attended to by an orthopaedician at 4.30 p.m. who diagnosed it to be a case of probable compartment syndrome and planned for fasciotomy.  The patient refused to undergo Colour Doppler Test.  On 22nd February, 2012, the complainant underwent fasciotomy and was discharge on 25th February, 2012.  
The Executive Committee observes that the complainant suffered from swelling in the right hand due to accidental displacement intravenous cannula and extravasation of intravenous fluids, which is known to be a post-surgical complication; the same was detected and treated in a timely manner as per accepted professional practice in such cases.  
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. R. Singh and Dr. Deepali Bisht of Mavi Hospital Pvt. Ltd., in the treatment administered to the complainant.
Complaint stands disposed.  “
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 9th March, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 13th March, 2015.
