O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station Malviya Nagar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Nandini, D-1, 328, Madangir, Dr. Ambedkar Nagar, New Delhi-110062, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Vardaan Hospital, B-100, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi-110017, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s newborn baby at Vardaan Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 3rd April, 2014 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station Malviya Nagar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Nandini (referred hereinafter as the complainant), D-1, 328, Madangir, Dr. Ambedkar Nagar, New Delhi-110062, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Vardaan Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), B-100, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi-110017, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s newborn baby at Vardaan Hospital.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police and documents submitted therewith.

The Executive Committee observes that baby of the complainant Smt. Nandini, was delivered at the said Hospital on 16.7.2013 at 10.06 AM.  The baby was delivered at term by normal vaginal delivery (with episiotomy).  The baby’s vitals were normal.  However, he sustained fracture of left humerus.  The baby was discharged on 17.7.2013 in a satisfactory condition as per discharge card.  However he was later on treated in some other hospital for fracture of left humerus.   Such  kind  of  fractures  of  long  bones  like  humerus are known to
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happen during delivery especially when the size of baby is big and are treatable without any permanent sequelae.
In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Vaardaan Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s newborn baby at Vaardan Hospital.

Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 3rd April, 2014 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 17th April, 2014.
