O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Saket, New Delhi-110017, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Smt. Anita Devi, w/o, Shri Raja Ram, 14/202, Dakshinpuri Extension, New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Gujarmal Modi Hospital, in the treatment administered to late Smt. Anita Devi at Gujarmal Modi Hospital, Mandir Marg, Saket, New Delhi-110017, resulting in her death on 6.7.2011.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 3rd April, 2014 is reproduced hereinbelow:-
“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Saket, New Delhi-110017, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Smt. Anita Devi (referred hereinafter as the patient), w/o, Shri Raja Ram, 14/202, Dakshinpuri Extension, New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Gujarmal Modi Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to late Smt. Anita Devi at Gujarmal Modi Hospital, Mandir Marg, Saket, New Delhi-110017, resulting in her death on 6.7.2011.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police and documents submitted therewith.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient late Anita Devi w/o. Shri Raja Ram was admitted in the said Hospital on 19.6.2011 with complaints of pain in abdomen since 3 days.  On examination and investigation, patient was diagnosed  as  a  case  of  perforation peritonitis with septicaemia.  Patient  was 
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operated in the said Hospital, on the same day and on surgery, perforation was found in the Jejunum alongwith peritoneal contamination. Appropriate surgical procedure was done.  The patient was given appropriate treatment in the post operative period as per standard protocols.  However, unfortunately, patient did not survive. 

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Gujarmal Modi Hospital, in the treatment administered to late Anita Devi at Gujarmal Modi Hospital.

Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 3rd April, 2014 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 17th April, 2014.
