O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Sub-Divisional Magistrate, Rajouri Garden, Delhi, seeking opinion in respect of death of late Neetu (referred hereinafter as the patient), w/o. Shri Brijesh Rai r/o. RZ-O-94, Chanakya Place, Part – II, C-1, Janakpuri, New Delhi – 110059, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of DDU Hospital, Hari Nagar, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).  

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Sub-Divisional Magistrate, Rajouri Garden, Delhi, seeking opinion in respect of death of late Neetu (referred hereinafter as the patient), w/o. Shri Brijesh Rai r/o. RZ-O-94, Chanakya Place, Part – II, C-1, Janakpuri, New Delhi – 110059, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of DDU Hospital, Hari Nagar, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).  

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Sub-Divisional Magistrate, copy of medical records of Deen Dayal Upadhayay Hospital, post mortem report No. 907/2011 dated 29.9.2011 of late Neeru, histopathology report (Ref. No. AS-1/12), F.S.L. report No. 2012/C-0522/4439 in respect of chemical analysis, subsequent opinion dated 22.10.2012 in relation to post-mortem report No. 907/2011 and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observed that the patient Smt. Neetu was a case of 39 weeks pregnancy with intra uterine fetal death with jaundice with septicemia.  She was brought to the said Hospital on 25.9.2011 at 5.13 am.  The patient was diagnosed as septecemic shock and managed as per standard protocol.  The patient succumbed to her illness and at 11.15 am on 25.9.2011. 

In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie, no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Deen Dayal Upadhayay Hospital, in the treatment administered to Smt. Neetu.  

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th November, 2013.
