The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Bhupender Singh r/o. F-208, Ladosarai, NewDelhi–110030, forwarded by Medical Council of India, against Dr.A.K. Agarwal of Dr.A.K.Agarwal’s Laser Tech Eye Centre, C-11A, Kalkaji, New Delhi.

The  Order  of  the  Executive  Committee  dated  9th March, 2015  is  reproduced herein-below :
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Bhupender Singh r/o. F-208, Ladosarai, NewDelhi–110030(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, against Dr.A.K. Agarwal of Dr.A.K.Agarwal’s Laser Tech Eye Centre, C-11A, Kalkaji, New Delhi(referred hereinafter as the said hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. A.K. Agarwal, copy of medical records of Dr. A.K. Agarwal’s Laser Tech Eye Centre and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the complainant has been seen by Dr. Agarwal on 24th August, 2011 and was diagnosed as bilateral subluxated lens (? Marfan’s Syndrome). His vision was less than 6/60 in both eyes. He was advised intraocular lens after Cataract surgery in Right Eye(ICCE with AICIOL) with explained visual prognosis. The right eye was operated on 27th August, 2011 after taking the consent. The left eye was also operated upon for cataract with IOL implant on 15th September, 2011. The complainant was regularly followed upon on 24th September, 2011, 1st October, 2011, 10th October, 2011, 14th October, 2011. The vision on 14th October, 2011 was 6/12 in right Eye and 6/9 in Left Eye.

On 7th February, 2011 complainant was put on antiglaucoma treatment also. Vision on 10th January, 2012 was 6/18 in right eye and 6/9 in left eye . On 21st January, 2012, the complainant presented with decreased vision in right eye for one day. The vision recorded was less than 6/60, the eyeball was  hypotonous. There was evidence of Retinal detachment with vitritis. The case was referred to a retina specialist (Dr. Charu Gupta).  The case was seen by Dr. Charu Gupta on 24th January, 2012 and advised Retinal detachment surgery. As per history given to Dr. Charu the decrease in vision was for past thirteen days. The case was subsequently seen in R.P. Centre, All India Institute of Medical Sciences where the diagnosis returned was right eye-Pseudophakic (IOL capture) with total fresh Retinal detachment with PVR A with total PVD.,Left eye-Pseudophakic with AICIOL with total PVD. The right eye was operated upon at R.P.Centre on 5th February, 2012 and 360 degree encirclage + VR surgery + silicone oil injection +360degree Endolaser was done. The case was subsequently followed in R.P. Centre.  As per records of 28th June, 2012 the diagnoses returned was right eye-operated VR surgery with retained silicone oil with Secondary Glaucoma with IOL drop, Left Eye-Pseudophakic with AICIOL with total PVD with no peripheral lesion. The vision recorded was right eye 3/60 going to 6/36 and left eye 6/9.On 23rd June, 2012-silicone oil removal with IOL explantation was done. The case was seen again on 29th June, 2012 and 31st August, 2012. Vision recorded was right eye 1/60 and left eye 6/9. Retina was attached and intraocular pressure was normal.  The complainant it seems was a case of Bilateral Ectopia lentis (? Marfans syndrome). As per literature these cases are more prone to retinal detachment, incidence of which increases further after cataract surgery. The surgical procedure done was amongst one of the options available. The post-operative course was uneventful till 21st January, 2012 when retinal detachment was detected. The case had been seen regularly post operatively and promptly referred to a retina specialist when retinal detachment was detected. 
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In view of the above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr.A.K. Agarwal of Dr.A.K.Agarwal’s Laser Tech Eye Centre in the treatment administered by him to the complainant.
Complaint stands disposed. “
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 9th March, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 13th March, 2015.
