O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ram Prakash, House No.15A, Block-B, Jai Vihar, Baprola, Najafgarh, New Delhi, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Jai Narayan Sharma, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son master Ansh at M.R. Hospital & Orthopaedic Centre, C-1/3, Rama Park, Main Najafgarh  Road, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi-110059 (OPD No.27506).

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 18th August, 2015 is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ram Prakash, House No.15A, Block-B, Jai Vihar, Baprola, Najafgarh, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Jai Narayan Sharma, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son master Ansh (referred hereinafter as the patient) at M.R. Hospital & Orthopaedic Centre, , C-1/3, Rama Park, Main Najafgarh  Road, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi-110059 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) .
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr.Jainarain Sharma of M.R. Hospital and Orthopaedic Centre, copy of medical records of M.R. Hospital and Orthopaedic Centre and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient presented to Dr. Jai Naryan Sharma of the said Hospital on 30th July, 2012 with badly crushed injury of left hand suffered on 27th July, 2012.The patient had 
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earlier consulted Deen Dayal Upadhay Hosptial for the injury on 27th July, 2012 which has recorded alleged history of trauma to the left hand, case of open wound over all four fingers, no distal neurovascular deficit and sought plastic surgeon reference . The patient again reported to Deen Dayal Upadhay Hospital on 28th July, 2012 and then on 30th July, 2012 with complain of fever and it was also noted that ‘danger sign explained’ On 1st August, 2012, the patient  who  had  developed  gangrene  in  his  left  hand  inspite  of 
conservative treatment was  taken up for amputation of the ring,   middle and little finger, under consent, as per accepted professional practices in such cases
In view of the  observations  made  herein- above , it  is ,  therefore the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Jai Narayan Sharma of M.R. Hospital & Orthopaedic Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son master Ansh at M.R. Hospital & Orthopaedic Centre.
Matter stands disposed.”  
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 18th August, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 9th September, 2015.
