O R D E R 
The Delhi Medical Council through its Disciplinary Committee examined a complaint of Shri Jai Narayan Das, r/- 405/33, Village Jonti, Delhi-110081, forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre and Saroj Super Specialty Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Rohit at Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre, 2374-T (21A) Mandi Extn. Near Corporation Bank, Bawana Road, Narela, Delhi-110040, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre, U-1/78, Budh Vihar, Delhi-110086, and Saroj Super Specialty Hospital, Madhuban Chowk Rohini, Delhi-110085, resulting in his death on 12.05.2015 at Saroj Super Specialty Hospital.
The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 07th October, 2021 is reproduced herein-below :-
The Disciplinary Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Jai Narayan Das, r/- 405/33, Village Jonti, Delhi-110081(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre and Saroj Super Specialty Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Rohit (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre, 2374-T (21A) Mandi Extn. Near Corporation Bank, Bawana Road, Narela, Delhi-110040, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre, U-1/78, Budh Vihar, Delhi-110086, and Saroj Super Specialty Hospital, Madhuban Chowk Rohini, Delhi-110085, resulting in his death on 12.05.2015 at Saroj Super Specialty Hospital.
The Disciplinary Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of  Dr. Mukesh Aggarwal of Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre made to the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, written statement of Dr. Deepak Bhardwaj, Medical Superintendent, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Kapil Goyal, Dr. Abhishek Kumar Singh, Dr. Nikhil Bhatnagar, Dr. Ajay Gainda and Dr. Manish Bummerkar, written statement of Dr. Kiran Chawla, Dy. G.M. Medical Operation, Saroj Super Speciality Hospital enclosing therewith written statement Dr. B.K. Aggarwal, Dr. Ramesh Jain and Dr. Vinay Gupta, copy of medical records of Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre and Saroj Super Specialty Hospital, additional written submissions of Dr. Vinay Gupta and other documents on record.

The Disciplinary Committee noted that notice sent to the complainant Shri Jai Narayan Das has returned undelivered with noting from the Postal-Department ‘the addressee was not found on this address’.  

The Disciplinary Committee further noted that Dr. Archana Agarwal, Proprietor, Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre vide her letter, received in the office of the Delhi Medical Council on 17th August, 2021 has informed that the treating surgeon Dr. Mukesh Agrawal had passed away due to COVID on 28th April, 2021.  Further, copy of the medical records and reply of Dr. Mukesh Agrawal pertaining to this case filed on earlier occasion has also been submitted.    

In the interest of justice, the Disciplinary Committee decided to proceed with the matter in order to determine it on merits.

It is noted that as per the complaint, Shri Rohit (the patient) s/o Shri Jai Narayan Das suffered a Road Traffic Accident on 23rd April, 2015.  He became unconscious.  He was taken to a private hospital (Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre) for the treatment.  He was admitted in the ICU of hospital after deposit of some charges.  The doctor’s advised surgery.  They demanded rupees one lac for the same.  Since he belonged to poor family, the patient was shifted to Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedics & Trauma Centre on 24th April, 2015, as doctor there agreed to do the surgery for forty thousand rupees.  Shri Rohit was operated on 24th April, 2015.  He did not gain conscious for almost twenty four hours.  On 26th April, 2015 at 10.00 a.m., the doctor informed that the patient was alright.  However, around 9.00 p.m. in the night of 26th April, 2015, the patient started having breathing difficulty.  The doctor advised the patient to be taken to a higher centre.  He was taken in an ambulance to Max Hospital, Badli.  There was no bed available at Hospital.  The patient was, therefore, taken to Bahgwan Mahavir Hospital, Rohini, from where he was advised to be taken to Saroj Hospital, Rohini.  Around 2.00 a.m. on 27th April, 2015, the patient was admitted in the ICU of Saroj Hospital.  Dr. B.K. Agarwal informed that the patient had some kidney problem and will be fine.  He (Dr. B.K. Agarwal) also asked that rupees one lakh be deposited.  The patient continued to remain in hospital.  The doctors kept on assuring that the patient would be fine.  Hospital kept on charging money.  Thereafter, a request was made to treat the patient as an EWS patient.  On 07th May, 2015, Dr. B.K. Agarwal informed that the patient was improving.  The hospital insisted on initial deposit of Rs. 50,000/- for treating the patient under EWS category.  However, as an EWS category patient, all the expensive medicines with which the patient was improving, were discontinued, even, the dialysis was also stopped.  As a result, the patient’s condition started deteriorating and on 11th May, 2015, the patient was put on ventilatory support.  He died on 11th May, 2015 itself.  It is requested that this matter be investigated and justice be done.  

Dr. Deepak Bhardwaj, Medical Superintendent, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre in his written statement averred that the patient Shri Rohit s/o Shri Jai Narayan Das aged 23 years VPO Jaunti, Delhi was admitted at 11.32 p.m. on 23rd April, 2015 in intensive care unit(I.C.U) as a case of road side accident with suspected head injury and compound fracture both bone of left leg.  The treatment was started immediately in form of splintage, IV fluids, IV antibiotics, analgesics, etc.  All basic lab investigations were done including x-ray chest, x-rays leg and CT head.  At the time of admission, the patient deposited only Rs.1,500/- that for investigations only, therefore, it is wrong to suggest that treatment was delayed for want of money.  The patient’s father (the complainant) demanded that he wanted the treatment of his son under Dr. Abhishek/Dr. Kapil Goyal in writing.  As per records, Dr. Abhishek personally examined the patient on 24th April, 2015 at 02.00 a.m. and planned for the surgery for fracture lower limb subject to fitness from neurosurgeon and anaesthetist.  Due to reasons, best known to him, father of the patient decided to take the patient against medical advice to another hospital for definitive treatment of fracture leg tibia and fibula.  In span of six hours, eight qualified doctors of the following department had seen the patient.

(i) Dr. Subhash Kumar, Casualty Medical Officer.

(ii) Dr. Abhishek Kumar Singh, Consultant Orthopaedics.

(iv) Dr.  Kapil Goyal, Consultant Orthopaedics.

(v) Dr. Nikhil Bhatnagar, Consultant Anaesthesia.

(vi) Dr. Sanjeev Verma, Consultant General Surgery

(vii) Dr. R.B. Singh, ICU Medical Officer.

(viii) Dr. Ajay Gainda, Consultant Medicine.  

Dr. Kapil Goyal, Consultant Orthpaedics, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre in his written statement averred that that the patient Shri Rohit s/o Shri Jai Narayan Das aged 23 years VPO Jaunti, Delhi was admitted at 11.32 p.m. on 23rd April, 2015 in intensive care unit(I.C.U) as a case of road side accident with suspected head injury and compound fracture both bone of left leg.  The treatment was started immediately in form of spintage, IV fluids, IV antibiotics, analgesics, etc.  All basic lab investigations were done including x-ray chest, x-rays leg and CT head.  As per records, Dr. Abhishek Kumar Singh, Consultant Orthopaedics personally examined the patient on 24th April, 2015 at 02.00 a.m. and planned for the surgery for fracture lower limb subject to fitness from neurosurgeon and anaesthetist.  The patient was further reviewed by the anaesthetist Dr. Nikhil Bhatnagar, Physician Dr. Ajay Gainda, Surgeon Dr. Sanjeev Verma, ICU Medical Officer Dr. R. B. Singh and himself (Dr. Kapil Goyal) and planned for surgery but the patient’s father (the complainant) decided for discharge against medical advice to another hospital for definitive treatment of facture leg tibia and fibula due to reasons best known to him (the complainant).

Dr.  Abhishek Kumar Singh, Consultant Orthopaedics, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre in his written statement averred that the patient Shri aged 23rd years old was admitted at 11.32 p.m. on 23rd April, 2015 in intensive care unit (I.C.U.) of Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre, as a case of road traffic accident with suspected head injury and compound fracture of both bones of left leg.  The treatment was started immediately in the form of splintage, IV fluids, IV antibiotics, analgesics, etc.  All basic lab investigations were done including x-ray chest, x-rays of left leg and CT head.  He personally examined the patient on 24th April, 2015 at 02.00 a.m. and planned the surgery for fracture of both bones left leg, subject to fitness from neurosurgeon and anaesthetist.  The treatment in the form of proper splintage IV fluids, antibiotics and analgesics was continued.  The patient was further reviewed by the anaesthetist Dr. Nikhil Bhatnagar, physician Dr. Ajay Gainda, Surgeon Dr. Sanjeev Verma, ICU Medical Officer, Dr. R.B. Singh and Dr. Kapil Goyal, consultant orthopaedics.  The patient was planned for surgery but the patient’s father (the complainant) decided to discharge against the medical advice(LAMA) and took the patient to another hospital for definitive treatment of fracture both bones left leg, due to reasons best known to him (the complainant).
Dr. Nikhil Bhatnagar, Consultant Anaesthesia, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre in his written statement averred that the patient Shri Rohit aged 23 years was admitted at 11.32 p.m. on 23rd April, 2015 in Intensive Care Unit (I.C.U.) as a case or road side accident, was reviewed by him on 24th April, 2015 morning and planned for ortho. surgery in afternoon on that very day.  But the patient’s father (the complainant) decided to take discharge against the medical advice (LAMA) and took the patient to another hospital for definitive treatment due to reasons best known to him (the complainant).     

Dr. Ajay Gainda, Consultant Medicine, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre in his written statement averred that the patient Shri Rohit aged 23 years was admitted at 11.32 p.m. on 23rd April, 2015 in Intensive Care Unit (I.C.U.) as a case of road side accident with suspected head injury and compound fracture both bones of left leg.  The treatment was started immediately in form of splintage, IV fluids, IV antibiotics, analgesics, etc.  Investigations were done including x-ray chest, x-rays leg, CT head and lab investigations.  He saw the patient as reference case on 24th April, 2015.  The patient subsequently went LAMA on 24th April, 2015 at around 02.00 p.m.   
Dr. Manish Bummerkar, Consultant, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre in his written statement averred that that the patient Shri Ravi, 23 years old male, s/o Shri Jai Narayan Das, IP No.362288 was admitted in Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre on 23rd April, 2015 at 11.30 p.m. with alleged history of RTA (Road Traffic Accident).  The patient presented with pain and swelling of (left)leg.  The patient was shifted to ICU and thoroughly investigated.  CT head revealed no bony and parenchymal injury.  The patient was planned to manage conservatively and required observation for 24-48 hours in ICU.  X-ray (left) leg showed fracture of (left) tibia and fibula.  Orthopaedics surgeon examined the patient and advised for surgery but the patient went LAMA on 24th April, 2015.  

The Disciplinary Committee noted that as per the reply of Dr. Mukesh Agrawal of Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre made to the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, it is averred that the patient Shri Rohit age 24 years, male was admitted in Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma on 24th April, 2015 at 04.00 p.m. with c/o(case of) open (fracture)(L) leg bone.  The patient was conscious, oriented and earlier the patient was admitted in Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre.  He was operated in the evening on the same day.  After the surgical procedure, the patient was all right without any complaint.  On 26th April, 2015 in evening at 10.30 p.m., the patient suddenly developed respiratory distress.  The patient was fully conscious.  In favour of the patient, he referred the patient to higher centre with oxygen in ambulance in satisfactory position.  In part of his surgical skill no misconduct was done.  What happened after that it is better known to the relatives.  

Dr. Vinay Gupta, Sr. Consultant Orthopaedics, Saroj Super Speciality Hospital in his written statement averred that the patient Shri Rohit, 24 years/male got admitted in Saroj Super Speciality Hospital on 27th April, 2015.  As per history and document available in the hospital, the patient met with an accident with compound fracture tibia and fibula got admitted at Brahm Shakti Hospital on 23rd April, 2015 went LAMA on 24th April, 2015.  Got admitted at Dr. Mukesh Aggarwal Trauma Hospital, Narela, Delhi on 24th April, 2015.  On the same day, the patient was operated by inter locking tibia (nailing tibia).  On 27th April, 2015, the patient got admitted in Saroj Super Speciality Hospital, with a complaint of difficulty in breathing ?  ARDS with acute kidney failure with septicemia with anaemia.  The patient was admitted in medical department.  Multiple x-rays were done; x-ray pelvis was showing fracture left ischium overlying acetabulum, x-ray forearm showed fracture distal humerus, x-ray leg showed metal implant in tibia.  They are orthopaedic unit done dressing of the leg as and when required.  POP slab/traction was applied at required places.  The patient was managed medically by all super speciality doctors by the patient time to time.  
Dr. Vinay Gupta in his additional written submissions averred that as per the hospital records of the patient, the patient got admitted on 27th April, 2015 with history of inter locking tibia (left) with lacerated wound 1.5 x 1.5 inches on the anterior aspects of upper and middle 1/3 left beg, bone exposed.  Blood and urine culture was sent on 27th April, 2015, injection Linid 600 mg IV BD and injection Meropenem 500 mg TDS was started.  There was no discharge from the wound, so wound swab culture was not sent as per the notes and regular dressing was done.  On 29th April, 2015, 02nd May, 2015, 04th May, 2015, 06th May, 2015, 07th May, 2015 dressing done no discharge was found, bone exposed upper and middle 3rd leg.  

Dr. B.K. Agarwal, Consultant Physician, Saroj Super Speciality Hospital in his written statement averred that the patient Rohit 24 years old male, admitted on 27th April, 2015, with history of RTA (Road Traffic Accident) on 23rd April, 2015 admitted at Brahm Shakti Hospital, Budh Vihar and discharged on LAMA and admitted at Mukesh Orthopaedic Centre on 24th April, 2015 and operated there for fracture both bones (tibia and fibula) left leg on 24th April, 2015.  The patient developed severe breathlessness on 24th April, 2015 and was admitted at Saroj Super Speciality Hospital and expired on 12th May, 2015.  The patient was given antibiotics till 12th May, 2015 and was on meropenem, augmentin, colistin, targocid and levoflox as per requirement and TLC report and chest infection, no antibiotics or any medicine was withdrawn at time and was given as per timely requirement.  Hemodialysis was done almost every day and alternate day till 11th May, 2025.  Hemdialysis was done on 27th April, 2015, 28th April, 2015, 29th April, 2015, 01st May, 2015, 03rd May, 2015, 04th May, 2015, 06th May, 2015, 08th May, 2015, 10th May, 2015 and 11th May, 2015.  When the patient was transferred to EWS category on 09th May, 2015, dialysis was done on 10th May, 2015 and 11th May, 2015, almost every day.  Even, if the patient was transferred to EWS category, the patient was on following antibiotics :- injection Targocid, injection Levoflox, injection Colistin and other supportive treatment.  The allegation put by the patient’s attendant is false and fabricated and bad intention.  
Dr. Ramesh Jain, Nephrologist, Saroj Super Speciality Hospital in his written statement averred that only allegation against him was the withdrawing the hemodialysis on the above mentioned patient, after the patient was readmitted under Economically Weaker Section category.  On this allegation, he has to say that the patient received two hemodialysis sessions, during the patient’s stay of two and a half days under Economically Weaker Section category, one on the 10th May, 2015 and second on 11th May, 2015.  The patient was admitted on 09th May, 2015 at 01.10 p.m. and expired at 01.51 a.m. on 12th May, 2015.  

Dr. Kiran Chawla, Dy. G.M. Medical Operation, Saroj Super Speciality Hospital in her written statement averred that the patient was admitted to their hospital on 27th April, 2015 as a cash patient.  Due treatment was given to the patient by all the multi-speciality doctors.  Since the patient could not pay further, therefore, as directed to them, the patient was converted to EWS category on 09th May, 2015 as per self-declaration of the patient, and nothing whatsoever, as alleged was ever demanded from the patient of his relatives.  It is stated that the allegations against the doctor and the hospital are unthinkable, baseless and preposterous looking at the fact that they have been making outstanding efforts in treating EWS patients, as directed by the authorities.  As per record, the patient was admitted to their hospital on 27th April, 2015, with history of RTA (compound fractures-tibia and fibula) on 23rd April, 2015.  On 23rd April, 2015, the patient was at first admitted to Brahm Shakti Hospital, Budh Vihar and was discharged from there on LAMA on 24th April, 2015.  Then on 24th April, 2015, the patient was admitted to Dr. Mukesh Aggarwal Trauma Hospital, Narela Orthopedic Centre on 24th April, 2015 and was operated there for fractures in both lower limbs.  On 27th April, 2015, the patient developed severe breathlessness and was admitted to their Hospital.  Multiple x-rays done by them showed several fractures; required treatment was given promptly.  The patient was managed conservatively and diligently in the ICU till 12th May, 2015 with IV antibiotics.  The patient was treated by their team of doctors to the best their abilities.  However, as the Lord almighty would have it, the patient unfortunately passed away.  Noticeably, the patient was on antibiotics till 12th May, 2015 as per requirement, TLC report and chest infection.  However, as falsely alleged by the complainant, at no point of time were antibiotics or any medicine withdrawn and were rather administered as per requirement.  Pertinently, hemodialysis was done almost every day and or on alternate date till 11th May, 2015.  As per record, hemodialysis was done on 27th May, 2015, 28th April, 2015, 29th April, 2015, 01st May, 2015, 03rd May, 2015, 04th May, 2015, 06th May, 2015, 08th May, 2015, 10th May, 2015 and 11th May, 2015.  Even after the patient was transferred to EWS category on 09th May, 2015, hemodiaysis was done regularly on 10th May, 2015, 11th May, 2015, i.e. every day, as per medical documents on record, which is altogether contrary to the allegation.  It is also pertinent that even after the patient was transferred to EWS category, the patient was always administered all treatment irrespective of EWS.  It is apparent from the complaint that the same is motivated and misguided by ill intentions and utmost mala-fides just to defame the hospital and treatment doctors.  They are quite distressed as a law abiding and ethical institution to read the allegations leveled against them that have no basis whatsoever.  The patient was administered best treatment possible after the patient had been treated at two other hospitals before the patient came to them.  No fault, negligence or negligence can be found with the line of treatment given by their team of doctors.  They, as an institution, and their doctors as thorough professionals, cannot even imagine exploiting EWS patients for money and jeopardize their live, and the medical records of the patient make it amply clear that they and their team of doctors have done their duties, and are not to be blamed in any manner, and are entitled to be exonerated of all frivolous allegations.  
In view of the above, the Disciplinary Committee makes the following observations :-

1) It is observed that the patient Shri Rohit age 24 years, male was admitted on 23rd April, 2015 at Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre with alleged history of RTA (Road Traffic Accident) with pain, swelling, tenderness in left leg and fatal injury.  The patient was managed in ICU with broad spectrum antibiotics/PPI/antiemetics and IVF.  The CT and x-ray were done alongwith routine investigations.  Neuro and surgical referral were done.  The CT scan was normal.  The x-ray revealed compound # both bone left leg.  The patient was planned for surgical (ortho) intervention but the patient wanted to be discharged, so was sent as LAMA on 24th April, 2015 at 02.10 p.m. with informed risk consent.  
Thereafter, the patient was admitted in Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma at 04.00 p.m. on 24th April, 2015.  He was diagnosed as a case of open fracture left leg bone and underwent closed interlocking nailing under general anaesthesia on 24th April, 2015.  The procedure was performed by Dr. Mukesh Aggarwal.  The surgery was uneventful.  The patient developed sudden respiratory distress at 10.30 p.m. on 26th April, 2015 and was referred to higher centre. 

Subsequent to which, the patient was admitted in Saroj Super Specialty Hospital in the night of 27th April, 2015.  On admission, provisional diagnosis was made? ARDS?? pulmonary embolism / ARF/ septicemia/ respiratory failure.  Cardiologist / nephrologist / pulmonologist/ anaesthesiologist was seen the patient regularly.  The patient was put on ventilator support, I/V antibiotics Meropenum, Linox, Effcorlin, Emset, Pantocid, RT Feed and other supportive treatment with hemodialysis.  ECO was done which was normal.  The x-ray shows B/L congestion ? ARDS.  The patient was managed conservatively in ICU, later on extubated and was on BIPAP support with oxygen.  Intermittent hemodialysis was done 27th April, 2015, 28th April, 2015, 29th April, 2015, 01st May, 2015, 03rd May, 2015, 04th May, 2015, 06th May, 2015, 08th May, 2015, 10th May, 2015 and 11th May, 2015.  The patient developed ENT bleed on 06th May, 2015 and seen by the ENT surgeon.  Coagulation profile was done and was normal.  The patient was given FFP transfusion, vitamin K in view of impending DIC. The patient’s antibiotic was changed to Targocid, Levoflox and Colistin on 10th day.  As the patient’s CPK level was high and all site C/s report were sterile.  On 11th May, 2015, the patient developed severe respiratory distress and re-intubated and managed conservatively.  Inspite of resuscitation measures, the patient had cardiac arrest.  
2) It is observed that the patient had sustained open fracture both bones leg on 23rd April, 2015 and initially went to Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre.  Later, this fracture was stabilized by interlocking nail on 24th April, 2015 at Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre.  Due to breathing difficulty on 26th April, 2015, the patient was advised to be taken to a higher centre.  The medical course of his (the patient) treatment after shifting to Saroj Super Specialty Hospital on 27th April, 2015 showed gradual deterioration of renal parameters and sepsis.  Needful dialysis, dressing of wound and antibiotics were done on regular basis till the time of death.  
In light of the observations made herein above, it is the decision of the Disciplinary Committee that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of the doctors Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre and Saroj Super Specialty Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Rohit at Dr. Mukesh Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre, Brahm Shakti Hospital & Research Centre, and Saroj Super Specialty Hospital.  However, the orthopaedic unit of Saroj Super Specialty hospital is advised that day to day notes of wound condition needs to be recorded.  
Complaint stands disposed.
