The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a reference from the Delhi Commission for Women, C-Block, IInd Floor, Vikas Bhawan, I.P. Estate, New Delhi-110002, forwarded by the office of Dy. Commissioner of Police, North West District, Ashok Vihar, Phase-I, Delhi-110052, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of 21 Children (who were suffering from Diptheria) at Maharishi Valmiki Hospital, GTB Nagar, Kingsway Camp, Delhi. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 07th January, 2020 is reproduced herein below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a reference from the Delhi Commission for Women, C-Block, IInd Floor, Vikas Bhawan, I.P. Estate, New Delhi-110002, forwarded by the office of Dy. Commissioner of Police, North West District, Ashok Vihar, Phase-I, Delhi-110052, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of 21 Children (who were suffering from Diptheria) at Maharishi Valmiki Hospital, GTB Nagar, Kingsway Camp, Delhi. 
The Executive Committee perused the reference from the Delhi Commission for Women forwarded by the office of Dy. Commissioner of Police, North West District, Delhi, copy of medical records and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee perused all the submitted case records of the children and the reports were reviewed. These children were suffering from Diphtheria with complications. 18 of the 21 cases were not immunized and rest 3 were incompletely immunized. The patients’ general condition was serious. All the children received proper treatment including anti-diphtheria serum, however, their condition didn’t improve and they succumbed to the disease and its complications. As far as the treatment of these cases is concerned no medical negligence in medical care was noted; however, it is observed that Maharishi Valmiki hospital was not properly equipped to handle such critical cases, as facilities, like anti-arrhythmic drugs, x-ray (portable x-ray), ambulance were not available nor the wherewithal to conduct tracheostomy procedure was available; these facilities are essential for managing such critical patients.  
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Maharishi Valmiki Hospital, GTB Nagar, Kingsway Camp, Delhi; however, the Govt. of NCT of Delhi  and MCD is requested to conduct a review of facilities available in Maharishi Valmiki Hospital and upgrade the same.
