O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Vijendra Kumar Garg, r/o- A-8, Sector-15, Noida, UP, forwarded by the Deputy Commissioner of Police, South Distt., Hauz  Khas, New Delhi,  alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Dr. SKS Marya, Max Super Specialist Hospital, Saket, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant.

  The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th September, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Vijendra Kumar Garg, r/o- A-8, Sector-15, Noida, UP (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Deputy Commissioner of Police, South Distt., Hauz  Khas, New Delhi,  alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Dr. SKS Marya, Max Super Specialist Hospital, Saket, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. S.K.S. Marya Chairman of Medanta Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee noted that as per the documents on records the complainant, 63 years old male with a diagnosis of osteoarthritis right knee underwent TKR (Total Knee Replacement) on 19th November, 2015 which was performed by Dr. Dr. SKS Marya at Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket. The complainant was discharged in a satisfactory condition on 26th November, 2015. Subsequently within first few month of the surgery the patient developed pain and swelling of the affected knee; for which the patient consulted the treating surgeon Dr. S.K.S Marya on 08th August, 2016. Dr. SKS Marya advised TC 99MDP bone scan (Technetium labeled bone scan) and knee aspiration; which is the standard treatment protocol for such patients to rule out infection which is the commonest cause for early post operative Pain. As per records the complainant did not get the investigation done at Max Super Specialty Hospital. Instead he chose to consult many other doctors in India and abroad who more or less advised the same line of action. On this account the treating surgeon is not at fault. The complainant also consulted Dr. Rajesh Malhotra HOD Ortho All India Institute of Medical Sciences. Dr. Rajesh Malhotra advised metal allergy testing at All India Institute of Medical Sciences which turned out to be positive. Thus Dr. Rajesh Malhotra advised a revision surgery with completely inert implant. The complainant’s other grievance is that Dr. S.K.S Marya did not get his metal allergy testing before surgery. We are of the view that pre-operative metal allergy is not routinely advised as per the standard medical literature; unless there is a specific history of metal allergy; given by the patient.  So the treating surgeon has followed all the standard medical protocol which is recommended in such cases. In fact the complainant chose to ignore the treating surgeon’s advice on subsequent visits; which could have picked up the problem at an early stage; if at all there is any.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. SKS Marya, Max Super Specialist Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant. 

Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th September, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 30th September, 2019.
