O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Usha, r/o- A-336, Nehru  Vihar, Delhi-110054,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sant Parmanand Hospital, 18 Sham Nath Marg, Civil Lines, Delhi-110054 , in the treatment administered to complainant’s brother Mr. Ravi, resulting in his death on 19.04.2019 at Dr. RML Hospital, Connaught Place,  New Delhi-110001, where  he subsequently received treatment.

    The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd August, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Usha, r/o- A-336, Nehru  Vihar, Delhi-110054 (referred hereinafter as the complainant),  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sant Parmanand Hospital, 18 Sham Nath Marg, Civil Lines, Delhi-110054(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) , in the treatment administered to complainant’s brother Mr. Ravi, resulting in his death on 19.04.2019 at Dr. RML Hospital, Connaught Place,  New Delhi-110001, where  he subsequently received treatment.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, Civil Lines, Delhi, copy of complaint,  written statement of Dr. Nidhi Sareen, Medical Superintendent, Sant Parmanand Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Arun Moondhra and Dr. Pawan Maheshwari, copy of medical records of  Sant Parmanand Hospital and other documents submitted therewith. 
The Executive Committee observes that the patient  Shri. Ravi was suffering from jaundice since 16th March, 2019 , was treated by a local doctor from 18th March to 3rd April 2019 but he did not improve . Therefore he took some herbal medicines from 4th April to 10th April 2019 on advise of his neighbour; but there was no improvement. On 11th April, 2019 he got admitted at Sant Parmanand Hospital civil lines where he was told that he was suffering from Hepatitis B infection. On 12th April, 2019 he developed swelling of the legs and abdominal distension and on 15th April, 2019 he went into altered sensorium and was referred to ILBS, Vasant Kunj; there he was told that they had presented late and the patient needs liver transplantation. On the advice of someone, they brought the patient to RML hospital, where he was appropriately treated with hepatic coma regime, but the patient succumbed after two days. 
On 19th April, 2019 from the records, it appears that the patient was suffering from HBV related chronic liver disease with portal hypertension with SBP with coagulopathy. It is possible that he had pre-existing liver disease which might have gone into decompensation due to reactivation of chronic Hepatitis B infection or because of use of herbal medicines which are hepatotoxic. The doctors of the Sant Parmanand Hospital had referred the case to the Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences ,but the patient instead of getting admitted at ILBS, where probably proper counselling was not done ,went to RML Hospital where he succumbed. The doctors of Sant Parmanand Hospital, had rightly referred the case to ILBS, where liver disease patients are usually managed well.There has been evidence of delay on the part of the patient for seeking appropriate treatment in the hospital when he noticed jaundice first on 16th March, 2019.This led to deterioration of the patient in course of time.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that Shri. Ravi was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by doctors of Sant Parmanand Hospital and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Sant Parmanand Hospital.


  Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd August, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 30th September, 2019.
