O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Praveen, r/o- I-257, Prem Nagar-II, Kirari, Suleman Nagar, Sultanpuri, New Delhi-110086,  alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Gopal Sharma of  Satyabhama Hospital, RZ-10, Narsh Park, Near Pani Tanki, Najafgarh Road, Delhi-110041, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Master Yaksh Sharma.

    The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd August, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Praveen, r/o- I-257, Prem Nagar-II, Kirari, Suleman Nagar, Sultanpuri, New Delhi-110086 (referred hereinafter as the complainant),  alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Gopal Sharma of  Satyabhama Hospital, RZ-10, Narsh Park, Near Pani Tanki, Najafgarh Road, Delhi-110041(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Master Yaksh Sharma.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith. 

The Executive Committee observes that the Master Yaksh Sharma, 2 years male child was first seen by Dr. Gopal Sharma on 03rd August, 2018 at Satyabhama Hospital Delhi . The child had limping left lower limb and his investigation showed low haemoglobin and raised ESR (26), Mx Test was 9x9mm. The child was prescribed treatment for the same. However, the child did not show any improvement and his father later consulted Maharaja Agrasen Hospital on 23rd August, 2018, where investigations showed as ESR-45, M x test 22x24mm, CRP positive and MRI suggestive of infective etiology ? osteomyelitis of left talus bone. Later, the child was shown in Sanjay Gandhi Memorial Hospital, Mangolpuri, Delhi where he was diagnosed as Tuberular osteomyelitis and was put on antitubercular therapy.  
It is observed that chronic osteomyelitis of tubercular etiology may take long time to evolve and initial investigation may not be conclusive. In this case also, initially the ESR was only 26 which rose to 45 later and Mx Test also became positive later, thus making the diagnosis possible with MRI findings.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the Master Yaksh Sharma was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by  Dr. Gopal Sharma of  Satyabhama Hospital and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Gopal Sharma of  Satyabhama Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd August, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 30th September, 2019.
