O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a  complaint of Shri Ramesh Chandra Khulbe E-7, Gali No. 3, West Vinod Nagar, Delhi-110092, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Shushma Kaushik, 110 A, Kamla Nagar, Delhi-110007, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Tara.

 The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th September, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a  complaint of Shri Ramesh Chandra Khulbe E-7, Gali No. 3, West Vinod Nagar, Delhi-110092, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Shushma Kaushik, 110 A, Kamla Nagar, Delhi-110007, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Tara(referred hereinafter as the patient). 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sushma Kaushik, copy of medical records and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted that Smt. Tara Khulbe, 43 years old consulted Dr. Sushma Kaushik for heavy menstrual bleeding (HMB) in past 6 months, ultrasound diagnosed a small (19x18mm) posterior wall fibroid uterus and ?small endometrial polyp, thick endometrium (15mm). The patient was rightly planned for hysteroscopy and endometrial sampling + polypectomy after due cardiology and pre-anesthetic clearance. After D+C and considering the endometrial cavity as structurally normal, MIRENA can be used as one of the medical method for controlling HMB; as was done in this case after proper counseling which the patient has also accepted in her complaint and further borne from the informed consent of Tirath Ram Shah Hospital. The Mirena device used in this patient is of good standard quality (not inferior as claimed by the complainant). The histopathological examination is also normal. The bill justification has been given by Dr. Sushma Kaushik. The patient was rightly asked to persist with the device for six months as it takes 3-6 months for its therapeutic affect to come. Unfortunately the patient turned out to be non responders which can occur in 7-10% of patients and had to be put on another line of management. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Shushma Kaushik, 110 A, Kamla Nagar, Delhi-110007, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Tara. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th September, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 30th September, 2019.
