O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation (No. 476/Local dated 4.5.2019 PS Chandni Mahal Delhi) from Police Station Chandni Mahal Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of a complaint of Shri Kuldeep Kumar s/o Dharampal Singh r/o H.No. 2376, Gali Ravidass Wali, Bazar Sita Ram, Delhi, alleging negligence in the preparation/examination of blood test reports of complainant’s son Master Vansh on the part of Delhi Path Lab 557, C.L.M. Behind Delite Cinema, Darya Ganj Road, New Delhi-110002.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th August, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation (No. 476/Local dated 4.5.2019 PS Chandni Mahal Delhi) from Police Station Chandni Mahal Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of a complaint of Shri Kuldeep Kumar s/o Dharampal Singh r/o H.No. 2376, Gali Ravidass Wali, Bazar Sita Ram, Delhi, alleging negligence in the preparation/examination of blood test reports of complainant’s son Master Vansh on the part of Delhi Path Lab 557, C.L.M. Behind Delite Cinema, Darya Ganj Road, New Delhi-110002. 
The Executive Committee perused the police representation and documents submitted therewith.

The Executive Committee noted that the variation in TSH report of the complainant’s son Master Vansh done 3 weeks apart with in acceptable variation.  The values in both the reports i.e. report (No. 1904035120) dated 17.4.2019 of Immuno Diagnostics Pvt. Ltd. which gave TSH value of 7.73 and report (Lab no. 146674285) dated 30.4.2019 of Dr. Lal Path Lab, which gave TSH value of 4.483, are insignificant in absence of any history suggestive of hypothyroidism. There seems to be no issue on regards to the difference in these values. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of negligence is made out on the part of Immuno Diagnostics Pvt. Ltd. or Delhi Path Lab 557, C.L.M. Behind Delite Cinema, Darya Ganj Road, New Delhi-110002, in preparation/examination of blood test reports of complainant’s son Master Vansh.
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th August, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 30th September, 2019.
