O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Abhay Kumar S/o Smt. Malti Devi r/o K-567, Mangol Puri, New Delhi-110083, forwarded by Public Grievance Monitoring System, alleging professional misconduct on the part of doctors of Sanjay Gandhi Memorial Hospital, in the treatment of complainant’s mother Smt. Malti Devi.                          
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 09th April, 2021 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Abhay Kumar S/o Smt. Malti Devi r/o K-567, Mangol Puri, New Delhi-110083(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Public Grievance Monitoring System, alleging professional misconduct on the part of doctors of Sanjay Gandhi Memorial Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment of complainant’s mother Smt. Malti Devi. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. A.K. Saini, Dy. Medical Superintendent, Sanjay Gandhi Memorial Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Sudhir Ranga, Dr. Rahul Singh Praliya, Dr. Akash and other documents on record.  
It is noted that the complainant’s mother Smt. Malti Devi, as per   emergency card no. SGMH498536 of Sanjay Gandhi Memorial Hospital reported to the emergency of the said hospital at 10.29 on 06.09.2019 with complaints of fever, numbness b/L hands/feet.  Dr. Aakash Junior Resident examined and recorded her vitals, subsequently Dr. Sudhir Ranga, Medical Officer Casualty referred her to Medicine SR for further management. As per the written statement of Dr. Rahul Singh Praliya who was SR medicine it is stated that he saw the patient and advised admission but the patient did not get herself admitted. The patient as per the complaint apparently got herself admitted in Jeewan Hospital Mangol puri and recovered from her ailment. The allegation of the complainant that the CMO Dr. Sudhir Ranga informed them that complainant’s mother Smt Malti Devi suffered from mental/brain problem without any examination or test, is not reflected in the emergency record, hence is unfounded. 
In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of professional misconduct is made out on the part of doctors of Sanjay Gandhi Memorial Hospital, in the treatment of complainant’s mother Smt. Malti Devi.

Complaint stands disposed.”
