The Delhi Medical Council through its Disciplinary Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ashu, S/o Om Prakash, R/o, H.No.18, Near Pole No.22, Village Mundka, Delhi-110041, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Neeru Aggarwal and Neeru Maternity Centre @ Neeru Hospital, Mundka, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Meenakshi at Neeru Maternity Centre @ Neeru Hospital, resulting in her death on 07.05.2020.  
The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 24th September, 2024 is reproduced herein-below :-
The Disciplinary Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ashu, S/o Om Prakash, R/o, H.No.18, Near Pole No.22, Village Mundka, Delhi-110041 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Neeru Aggarwal and Neeru Maternity Centre @ Neeru Hospital, Mundka, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Meenakshi (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Neeru Maternity Centre @ Neeru Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital, resulting in her death on 07.05.2020.  
It is noted that the Delhi Medical Council has also received a representation from the Police Station Mundka, Delhi, whose subject matter is same as that of complaint of Shri Ashu, hence, the Disciplinary Committee is disposing both of these matters by this common Order.
The Disciplinary Committee perused the complaint, representation from Police Station Mundka, Delhi, written statement of Dr. Neeru Agarwal enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Nisheet Aggarwal, copy of medical records of Neeru Maternity Centre, post mortem report No.233/2020 dated 14.5.2020, subsequent opinion and other documents on record.

The complainant Shri Ashu alleged that on 16th April, 2011, he married Smt. Meenakshi (the patient).  There are two children, one son namely Maulik, aged eight years and one daughter namely Unnati, aged about one and half years. The delivery of the daughter was conducted in Neeru Maternity Centre.  On 24th April, 2020 at 10.30 a.m., he and his wife went to Neeru Maternity Centre for medical problem of his wife, not getting periods/menstruation for last more than one month.  His wife was attended by Dr. Neeru Aggarwal, who advised the ultrasound test and the same was conducted by the hospital.  At about 02.30 p.m., the ultrasound report was seen by Dr. Neeru Aggarwal and she (Dr. Neeru Aggarwal) told that there is six weeks and five days pregnancy and Dr. Neeru Aggarwal advised that giving birth to third child, can cause harm to physical health of his wife in future and his wife got scared for her future health and agreed for the abortion of the child, saying that at this stage, it is very easy and no risk to the life of the patient.  He objected but as per her (Dr. Neeru Aggarwal) medical advice, his wife agreed for the abortion and Dr. Neeru Aggarwal started telling when and how to take pills for the abortion.  Upon this, one sister standing with Dr. Neeru Aggarwal said something in the ear of Dr. Neeru Aggarwal and thereupon, Dr. Neeru Aggarwal, all of sudden, changed her advice and said that the abortion through pills is risky and it will be better to remove it by the operation.  Upon this, his wife objected and told Dr. Neeru Aggarwal that in such short period pregnancy, generally, ladies get it aborted through pills only and through operation it is more painful and expensive.  But, Dr. Neeru Aggarwal insisted for the abortion by the operation, saying that pills treatment will take three-four days to start abortion or may not start and in that case again, she have to do it by the operation and, therefore, it will be cost twice to him and on other hand, if they do it now by a small operation, it can be done within five to ten minutes only.  Dr. Neeru Aggarwal said do not think of expenses, think about the time taken in the treatment and there are full chances of getting complete abortion by the operation.  In-fact, Dr. Neeru Aggarwal did not deal humanly and under the thrust of making more money; she (Dr. Neeru Aggarwal) insisted to do abortion by the operation, as abortion through pills was not going to fetch her much money.   For abortion by the pills(medication abortion), she (Dr. Neeru Aggarwal) could have got only fee for advice and cost of pills at the most which might be maximum up-to Rs.500/- to Rs.1000/-. On other hand for abortion through operation(aspiration abortion), they charge Rs.6000/- without anaesthesia and 8000/-with anaesthesia.   On 06th May, 2020 at about 02.30 p.m., he and his wife reached at maternity centre.  Their turn came then they entered the room of Dr. Neeru Aggarwal.  He requested to Dr. Neeru Aggarwal to get the COVID-19 test done before doing the operation for the abortion, as it was spread everywhere.  Upon this, Dr. Neeru Aggarwal said that she (Dr. Neeru Aggarwal) is a doctor and knows well about the symptoms, which are not present in the patient and there is no use to delay the operation and to waste money for COVID-19 test, which cannot be done in their hospital.  He told Dr. Neeru Aggarwal that he is a poor person from SC category and he negotiated expenses/charges for the operation to Rs.7500/- with anaesthesia and paid by the ATM debit card.  Nearly for one hour operation was conducted by Dr. Neeru Aggarwal and her staff inside one room of the hospital.  Thereafter, Dr. Neeru Aggarwal advised to discharge the patient after one and half hours to two hours.  He and his wife asked Dr. Neeru Aggarwal as to what care, precaution, medicine and meals to be taken by the patient.  Upon this, Dr. Neeru Aggarwal told this is not her job. They can ask sister about this.  They sought advice from sister.  She said that he should have asked Dr. Neeru Aggarwal but when they said, Dr. Neeru Aggarwal advised to talk to the sister, then, the sister told that she (the sister) would tell when they would be leaving the hospital. Then, he went home, which is at about half kilometre, to arrange meal for the patient and their children.  He came back to the hospital at around 05.15p.m., the patient had vomited, he told the sister about this but she(the sister) told it is natural after the abortion and advised to stay for ten minutes. The patient constantly complained of not feeling well and he requested sister to keep her (the patient) till she becomes normal but sister assured that they are expert and doing such cases daily and after sometime, the patient will become normal and he take her (the patient) home for the rest.  The sister gave four doses of three types of tablets and three pain killers duly marked by them by a pen, directing to give one dose at reaching home, second in night, third next day morning and fourth in noon and then, to visit hospital, if required.  The pain killer was to be given when having unbearable pain. He asked about the medical complications that may arise.  Upon this, the sister shouted and told, do not try to become the doctor, in case of any complication, he can ring up the hospital.  He requested to the sister for medical documents i.e. prescription slip and discharge slip etc., but she (the sister) said they have not shown admission on paper due to COVID-19 scenario, so the documents of the prescription and admission/discharge cannot be given.  At 05.45 p.m., they left the hospital without documents admission/discharge of the prescription.  On reaching home, the patient took two pieces of bread and then, took one dose of all four tablets, then, laid down on bed for the rest in the room.  She complained every half an hour that she did not get relief in stomach pain.  They waited for some more time but still, no relief but gravity of pain had increased.  At about 11.00 p.m., the patient wanted to go to bathroom and requested to give her support, as she was not able to walk at her own.  She was sent with Tanu, his cousin sister.  The patient lost her balance and fell down on her knees.  Tanu called for help and he reached and picked-up the patient.  She continuously complained of being unwell and more particularly pain in stomach.  Then, he tried to ring up the hospital from 11.10 p.m. to 11.30 p.m. but got no response.  Then, he reached the hospital and told about her health.  The sister rang up Dr. Neeru Aggarwal and gave some medicine and he came back.  The patient showed her inability to take medicine and requested to take her to the hospital, as her condition was deteriorating and at about 01.30 a.m. in midnight, he carried her to maternity centre.  One male assistant and one sister were available.  After examination of the patient, they were whispering “septic ho gaya”, but told him that pregnancy has not ended successful by the abortion operation, conducted earlier and now, they are removing remaining contents.  They gave some medicine and started the operation of removing left out pieces.  Then, they said that they are not able to do it and they are calling Dr. Neeru Aggarwal.  At about 02.15-02.30 a.m. at midnight, Dr. Neeru Aggarwal came, accompanied by her husband, who joined her while giving the treatment.  The husband of Dr. Neeru Aggarwal was pumping and at the same, Dr. Neeru Aggarwal rang up police.  At 02.45 a.m., they left the patient, saying that she had died.  He saw black sports on the face of the patient.  At about 03.32 a.m. to 03.48 a.m., his brother Inderjeet also tried to call 100 number for complaining but received, no response.  Thereafter, the police came.  He requested the police staff to write his complaint against Dr. Neeru Aggarwal, her husband and other staff of Neeru Maternity Centre/Hospital but the police staff told that the complaint No.DD No.5A dated 07th May, 2020 is already made by the hospital and no other complaint can be received in the same case.  In order to cover up the negligence committed by her and by other staff of the hospital, Dr. Neeru Aggarwal tried to escape from culpable homicide by giving her written opinion of doubted COVID 19 test done.  He said no chance of COVID-19, as the patient and no other family member including small children showing symptoms.  But, Dr. Neeru Aggarwal threatened him that she would send whole family to quarantine centre.  The hospital staff took their ambulance and reached Sanjay Gandhi Hospital, Mangolpur at about 06.00-06.30 morning on 07th May, 2020 and the dead body remained their till 10.45 on 14th May, 2020.  On 14th May, 2020, the dead body was taken to Maulana Azad Medical College, Delhi and the post–mortem was carried out from 12.00 noon.  The doctors asked some questions from him and Ashish, the brother of the patient and it was told to them that death is caused due to medical negligence and by 01.20 p.m., the dead body was delivered back to him.  From 07th May, 2020 onwards, he had been requesting the IO to receive his complaint against Dr. Neeru Aggarwal, her husband and other staff of Neeru Maternity Centre/Hospital for causing death by negligence but IO only recorded the statement in his own handwriting and asked him to sign the same, saying that this was sufficient to take action against them.  Thereafter, on 14th May, 2020, the negative report of COVID-19 was realised by Sanjay Gandhi Hospital.  On 03rd June, 2020, the IO SI Udai Singh received the post-mortem report and on 12th June, 2020, the post-mortem report was given to his (the complainant) brother by the IO.  The said erring persons did the abortion by aspiration, which in the given facts and circumstances, no medical professional in his ordinary senses and prudence would have done and while doing the same, it was not ensured that all of the contents are removed and not it was ensured that no infection is caused and the same is done with the help of unskilled/untrained medical assistant/sister and the hazard taken by the erring doctor and other staff is of such a nature that the injury, which resulted was most likely imminent.  The medical advice for follow-up was not given nor the phone calls were attended by the hospital and in the emergency, were the calling of Dr. Neeru Aggarwal by the hospital was lethargic and reluctant, as detailed out in this complaint.  Their negligence is clear at every stage from the time he (the complainant) visited with his wife to their hospital on 29th April, 2020 till the death caused on 07th May, 2020, as detailed out in this complaint.  Dr. Neeru Aggarwal, her husband and other staff of Neeru Maternity Centre/Hospital have caused death of the patient by high order of grave negligence in conspiracy by carrying out the abortion of six weeks five days pregnancy with culpable negligence, as stated above and thereby, committed criminal offence of culpable homicide under Section 304A/120B/34 IPC.  Now, even after more than forty five days from the death, the IO has not initiated investigation in required direction.  The IO has neither approached the Delhi Medical Council nor any other medical institution seeking medical opinion of independent and the competent government doctor/board of the doctors applying the bolam test nor any FIR registered so far against the erring Dr. Neeru Aggarwal, her husband and other staff of Neeru Maternity Centre/Hospital.  He is a poor, scheduled cast(Balmiki) person, requests with folding hands to issue necessary direction to IO SI Udai Singh of PS Mundka to take prompt action as required in such cases of medical negligence and register the FIR against the erring Dr. Neeru Aggarwal, her husband and other staff of Neeru Maternity Centre/Hospital for causing death by negligence.    
The Police in its representation has averred that on 07th May, 2020, an information vide DD No.5A and 6A was received regarding the death of a patient Meenaksh w/o Shri Ashu, vide MLC No.57/20.  The IO reached at the spot and the dead body was shifted at the mortuary, Sanjay Gandhi Hospital, Mangolpuri, Delhi.  Thereafter, the dead body was handed over to the Maulana Azad Medical College, Delhi for the post-mortem.  A request for the constitution of Medical Board of the doctors, for conducting the post-mortem of the deceased (the patient) to ascertain the cause of the death and after constitute the Medical Board, the post mortem of the deceased was conducted vide PM No.233/2020 dated 14th May, 2020.  In the post-mortem report, the doctor opined “Final opinion will be given after receipt of viscera chemical analysis and histopathological analysis report”.  The exhibits sent to the FSL and obtained the FSL result.  Thereafter, the FSL result and the post-mortem report deposited at HOD, Forensic Medicine, MAMC, New Delhi for obtaining the final cause of death vide No.78 on 19th September, 2020.  The subsequent opinion was obtained and the doctor opined “Death in this case occurred as a result of combined effect of DIC and Hypoxia”.  Now, the complainant lodged this complaint, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Neeru Aggarwal and Neeru Maternity Center @ Neeru Hospital, Mundka, Delhi.  It is further submitted to opine whether any cognizable offence is made out into this matter or not.    
Dr. Neeru Aggarwal, Consultant, Neeru Maternity Centre in her written statement averred that on 29th April, 2020, the patient Meenakshi alongwith her husband (the complainant) visited the Neeru Maternity Centre @ Neeru Hospital with complaint of missed periods for more than one month.  The patient consulted her, who advised the patient to get an ultrasound done.  At 02:30 p.m., the diagnosis came. which showed that the patient was 06 weeks and 05 days pregnant.  It is pertinent to mention that the patient was not willing to continue pregnancy, as she already had two children, about seven years male child and one year female child.  Both the methods of termination of the pregnancy i.e. by the medical method and by the aspiration method were discussed in details with her (the patient).   She (Dr. Neeru Aggarwal) explained the pros and cons of both the procedures in detail and left the decision on the patient and her husband (the complainant).  Finally, the complainant alongwith the patient reached the maternity centre on 06th May, 2020 at 02:30 p.m. and she (the patient) opted that the termination of the pregnancy should be done by the aspiration method.  After routine blood and urine investigations, her (the patient) MTP was done as per the protocol.  The patient was discharged in satisfactory condition after two and half hours.  On 07th May, 2020, the complainant came in the night at about 12.00 a.m. and told that the patient was feeling some uneasiness and had developed some rashes.  He was told to bring her wife (the patient) immediately, suspecting some reaction and a tablet of Cetrizine was given to him at that time.  He brought the patient at about 01:45 a.m. on 07th May, 2020, who was in shock with rashes all over her (the patient) arms and face.  The pulse and the blood-pressure were not recordable and the patient was very restless.  The patient was attended immediately; PV examination was done to rule out any injury.  It is pertinent to mention that there was no bleeding per vaginum, the abdomen was soft, not distended.  The patient was given injection Avil, Decadron, Efcorlin, Adrenaline but her (the patient) condition further deteriorated, so CPR was started, injection Adrenaline and DC shock were given but the patient could not be revived.  The patient was declared dead at 03.15 a.m.  A medico legal case (MLC) was made and the body was shifted for the autopsy.  It is pertinent to mention that no post-mortem report was ever shared with her.   

She further averred that she attended the patient on 29th April, 2020, as she missed her periods for more than one month.  She took her (the patient) detailed history and conducted a physical examination.   She advised the patient for an ultrasound to ascertain the site and gestational age of pregnancy, as per established procedure.  The patient was found to have an intrauterine pregnancy of 06 weeks 05 days.  The patient had given an obstetric history of two children, both FTND- first male of about seven years and the second a female child of about one year.  The patient did not want to continue pregnancy, as her second baby was only about one year old.  The patient was adamant that continuing this pregnancy would lead to physical and mental stress to the patient.  So, the patient requested for MTP.  The patient was repeatedly explained about the possibility of continuation of the pregnancy but the patient insisted to undergo MTP.  Both the methods of MTP i.e. medical method by the pills and by the surgical aspiration were discussed with the patient in detail.  The patient, then, said that she (the patient) would discuss and decide for the procedure and would come at a later date.   It is pertinent to mention that the patient came again on 06th May, 2020 and asked for the procedure to be done by the aspiration method.  The complainant and the patient agreed to pay Rs.7500/- (rupees seven thousand and five hundred only) for the procedure to be done under sedation.  It should be noted that she did advise them to undergo RT PCR test for COVID-19 but they expressed their inability to pay for COVID-19 RT-PCR test and they wanted the procedure to be done on the same day.  As there were no symptoms of COVID-19 infection, she did not insist on the test to be done.  The patient was admitted for the procedure.  The patient’s consent was duly taken, after explaining the pros and cons of the procedure in detail; the case entry was done in the admission register, Form 1 & C were duly filled and after routine blood and urine investigations.  The procedure was done on 06th May, 2020 at 03:00 p.m. as per protocol.  It is also pertinent to mention that the whole procedure took about 10-15 minutes and was uneventful. The patient was kept under the observation.  The patient was discharged on 06th May, 2020 at 05:45 p.m. and was prescribed antibiotics and antispasmodic, tablet ranitidine and tablet Methyl ergometrine.  At the time of the discharge, the patient had no complaints and was fully alert with vitals within normal limits.  At the time of the discharge, the prescription of the medicines to be taken at home alongwith instructions for follow-up after three days was given to them.  All instructions were duly explained by her and all questions were answered to their complete satisfaction.  At about 12.00 a.m. on 07th May, 2020, the complainant came to the hospital and told that the patient was feeling some uneasiness and had developed rashes.  He also informed that the patient took her dinner and was absolutely fine till then.  He was advised to bring the patient immediately to the hospital after consulting her.   One tablet of Cetrizine was handed over to the complainant to be given to the patient till she (the patient) reached the centre.  The patient was brought to the hospital at about 01:45 a.m. on 07th May, 2020.  It may be noted that the house of the complainant is just ten minutes away from the centre; still the complainant took almost one hour and forty five minutes to bring her wife to the centre, who according to him was in a serious condition.  This clearly shows the mala-fide intentions of the complainant.  The complainant should be put to strict proof for explaining this delay.  Her husband Dr. Nisheet Aggarwal MBBS, MD (Anaesth.) attended the patient immediately, who was in a condition of shock with rashes all over her face and arms.  She did per-vaginum examination to R/O (rule out) any bleeding/injury.  It is pertinent to mention that there was no bleeding per-vaginum.  The abdomen was soft and not distended.  It is vehemently denied that after the examination of the patient, they were whispering “septic ho gaya”.  It is made clear that no attempt to remove any sort of left out pieces was done, as falsely mentioned in the complaint and it was never told to the complainant that procedure was not successful and it is reiterated that she did not perform any other surgery.  The patient appeared to be in shock, the patient was given injection Avil, Decadron, Effcorlin, injection Adrenaline, oxygen by the mask followed by the intubation with 7.5 mm endotracheal tube, chest compression started @100-110/min, injection Adrenaline 1 mg, DC shock at 200 joules, Adrenaline 1 mg every 3-5 min., DC shock repeated at 250 J, the CPR was continued but the patient could not be revived and was declared dead at 03.15 a.m. on 07th May, 2020.  The police was also informed during resuscitation, as the condition of the patient was worsening.  She herself called the police and medico legal case was reported.  The body of the patient was shifted to the Sanjay Gandhi Hospital for autopsy.  She never made any attempt to escape from the hospital, she stayed back in the hospital; she never threatened the family about COVID-19 infection and did not give any statement regarding COVID suspicion.   She did not get any report of the post-mortem findings/autopsy till date and she still have no idea what came in the findings.  It is pertinent to mention that she had no wrong intention and she never misguided the patient or any other family member.  On the contrary, she attended the patient with proper care and attention and followed all the procedures and concluded the operation successfully.  Moreover, it is a case of medical termination of pregnancy and as per Section 3(1) and (2) of the of Medical Termination of Pregnancy Act, 1971 which read as (1) Notwithstanding anything contained in the Indian Penal Code (45 of 1860), a registered medical practitioner shall not be guilty of any offence under that Code or under any other law for the time being in force, if any pregnancy is terminated by him in accordance with the provisions of this Act. (2) Subject to the provisions of sub-section (4), a pregnancy may be terminated by a registered medical practitioner> (a) where the length of the pregnancy does not exceed twelve weeks if such medical practitioner is, or (b) where the length of the pregnancy exceeds twelve weeks but does not exceed twenty weeks, if not less than two registered medical practitioners are.  Of opinion, formed in good faith, that,- (i) the continuance of the pregnancy would involve a risk to the life of the pregnant woman or of grave injury physical or mental health; or (ii) there is a substantial risk that if the child were born, it would suffer from such physical or mental abnormalities as to be seriously handicapped.  It is clear that if the doctor is of opinion that termination is required for the physical and mental well being of the patient, she/he may do so by adhering to the provisions of the said Act.  The procedure done by her was the act committed in good faith with the consent of the patient, if the patient was reluctant with the procedure, she (the patient) would have refuted the consent for the procedure, affirmation of the patient shows that she was made aware of the procedure and the complication after which the procedure was done.  The Consent Form is already placed on records alongwith other medical records.  It is pertinent to mention that the procedure was performed at the request of the patient, after taking proper informed written consent and completing all statutory requirements.  It was done by a qualified doctor as per the MTP Act at Neeru Maternity Center, Mundka, which is duly recognized for the procedure.  The abortion was done by the aspiration method after the consent of the patient, after discussing both the methods i.e. MMA and EVA in details.  It was done with all precautions under full aseptic conditions and under proper monitoring of the pulse, blood-pressure and oxygen saturation.  The procedure was successfully performed without any problems and the subsequent stay in the hospital was uneventful.  Subsequently, she attended the patient in the emergency and there was no negligence on her part or by any doctor / staff in Neeru Maternity Center, at any time from her first visit till the date of procedure, during or after the procedure and at the time of the patient’s unfortunate death.  The allegation of causing death of the patient by grave negligence and conspiracy is blatantly wrong, mala-fide and is strongly refuted and denied.  It is denied that she has committed criminal offence of culpable homicide under Section 304A/120B/34 IPC.  The complainant should be put to strict proof for the false and frivolous levelled by him against her.  Please note that she treats all her patients with utmost humanity and care.  The fact that the complainant and her wife (the patient) were SC (Balmiki) does not make any difference and her standard of care does not change because of this fact.  The complainant is just trying to gain the sympathy of this Ld. Council by highlighting this aspect.  It is indeed unfortunate that the patient lost her life.  However, the cause of death is not yet known, as the final post-mortem report is awaited and it is reiterated that there is no medical negligence on her part or any of the staff of the hospital.  All the medical protocols were diligently followed by her as well as her staff.  It is requested that in view of the above explanation, it is clear that negligence and conspiracy are not the cause of death.  Therefore, this frivolous complaint may be dismissed at the outset and she is saved from further harassment.
Dr. Nisheet Aggarwal, Medical Superintendent, Neeru Maternity Centre in his written statement averred that the patient Smt. Meeenakshi brought in the Neeru Maternity Centre at 01.50 a.m. on 07th May, 2020.  The patient was in shock at the time of arrival with no peripheral pulsed felt.  The blood-pressure was not recordable.  Peripheral cyanosis was present.  Rashes were on face and arms.  The abdomen-no distention, no tenderness, per-vaginum examination was done by Dr. Neeru Aggarwal-no bleeding PV (per vaginum).  Uterus was normal in size.  The patient’s D&C EVA (MTP) was done at 03.15 p.m.-.03.30 p.m. on 06th May, 2020 for seven weeks pregnancy, which was uneventful and was discharged from the hospital at 05.45 p.m. on 06th May, 2020 in hemodynamically stable condition.  The patient was attended immediately.  The complainant told that the patient was alright till 12.00 a.m. on 07th May, 2020.  She had her dinner (Khichri and cold drink) at night and was comfortable.  At about 12.00 a.m. on 07th May, 2020, she complained of some uneasiness and eruption of rashes.  She was brought to the hospital at 01.50 a.m. on 07th May, 2020 in the state of shock.  The treatment was given as : injection Efcorlin 200 mg I.V. stat, injection Decadron 4 mg I.V., injection Avill I.V, O2 via mask, injection Adrenaline 1:1000 2 ml repeated.  Her (the patient) condition started deteriorated further.  Ionotropic support (adrenaline inferior was started).  The patient was intubated and 1 PPV was done with Ambu bag followed by the CPR for bradycardia followed by the cardiac arrest.  Injection Atropine 0.6 and 0.6 mg and injection Adrenaline 1:1000 1 ml were given and no response, the CPR was continued, DC shock 200 J was given.  Injection Adrenaline was repeated, the CPR was done.  DC shock 250 J was repeated.  The CPR was continued till 03.15 a.m.   Despite all possible efforts, the patient could not be revived and was declared dead at 03.15 p.m. on 07th May, 2020.  The police was informed and the MLC was made.  
In view of the above, the Disciplinary Committee makes the following observations:-

1) The patient Smt Meenakshi 26 year’s old female consulted Dr. Neeru Aggarwal at Neeru Maternity Centre on 29-04-20 with complaints of missed periods for more than one month. Dr Neeru Aggarwal advised ultrasound which reported an intrauterine pregnancy of 06 weeks 05 days. The patient was counselled regarding mode of termination of pregnancy and she choose to have surgical method. The patient underwent the surgical procedure EVA (M.T.P.) under I/V sedation on 6-05-20 at Neeru Maternity Centre and was discharged the same day. Thereafter the patient was brought to the said Centre at 1:50 am on 7-05-20 in a state of shock with rashes all over the face. C.P.R. was initiated but the patient could not be revived and was declared dead at 3:15 am on 7-05-20.The cause of death as per subsequent opinion in respect of post-mortem report no.233/2020 was combined effect of DIC and hypoxia. 
2) It is observed that the MTP procedure EVA was done under I/V sedation after obtaining consent as per standard practices in such cases and the procedure was uneventful. 

3) There does not seem to be any negligence in this case.

Consent form I & C was shown at the time of meeting. The procedure of Electrical Vaccum Aspiration (EVA) was done under intravenous sedation.  
Matter stands disposed. 
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The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 24th September, 2024 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 03rd October, 2024.
