O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a reference from Police Station Ranjit Nagar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Ritu Anand r/o. House No. 27, Nangloi Extn. 2, Delhi – 110041, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of RLKC Hospital & Metro Heart Institute, Naraina Road (Near Shadipur Metro Station), Pandav Nagar, New Delhi – 110008, resulting in death of her husband late Sanjeev Anand. 

The Delhi Medical Council perused the representation from Police Station Ranjit Nagar alongwith the documents submitted therewith including the complaint of Smt. Ritu Anand, copy of medical records of RLKC Hospital & Metro Heart Institute, Pandav Nagar, New Delhi, medical records of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Delhi and other documents on record. 

The Delhi Medical Council notes that the patient Shri Sanjeev Anand was admitted at RLKC Hospital & Metro Heart Institute on 23.9.2008.  The patient was diagnosed with left leg DVT (Deep Vein Thrombosis), popliteal vein as confirmed by the bilateral lower limb colour doppler report dated 23.9.2008 of RLKC Hospital & Metro Heart and was treated with heparin infusion alongwith oral anticoagulants, IV antibiotics and investigations were sought to find the cause of thrombosis.  As per records, orthopaedician opinion was sought on 28.9.2008 and the patient was shifted to Indraprastha Apollo Hospital where he underwent fasciotomy on the same day itself.  It is noted that as per the complaint, the patient subsequently died on 4.8.2010.
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In view of the above, the Delhi Medical Council observes that late Sanjeev Anand had died more than two years after the admission at RLKC Hospital & Metro Heart Institute and subsequent surgery at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.  There does not seem to be any cause and effect relation between the treatment administered at RLKC Hospital & Metro Heart Institute and the death of the patient. There also does not appear to be any negligence or improper treatment administered to the patient at RLKC Hospital & Metro Heart Institute where he was correctly diagnosed based on the investigations as case of DVT and was managed conservatively as per standard protocol and on surgical opinion referred to vascular surgeon for further evaluation and management.  
In light of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against the doctors of RLKC Hospital & Metro Heart Institute in the treatment administered to late Sanjeev Anand at RLKC Hospital & Metro Heart Institute.

Complaint stands disposed.
