The Delhi Medical Council examined  a complaint of Shri Gopal Sharma r/o. B-75A, Third Floor, Street No. 1, West Vinod Nagar, Delhi – 110092, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, Saket, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s new born baby (baby of Archana Sharma) at Max Super Speciality Hospital, 2, Press Enclave Road, Saket, New Delhi, resulting in baby’s death on 9.7.2010. 

On perusal of the complaint, reply thereto of Max Super Speciality Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Super Speciality Hospital, as forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, the Delhi Medical Council noted that the patient (baby of Archana Sharma) was suffering from congenital cyanotic heart disease (TGA) for which standard surgery (arterial switch operation) under informed consent was done at Max Super Speciaity Hospital on 9.7.2010.  It is observed that the disease /medical condition and the surgery which was performed upon the patient carries high risk of mortality and morbidity.   Post cardiopulmonary bypass inflammatory reaction is a very common adverse reaction especially in neonates.  

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out against the doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital in the treatment administered to baby of Archana Sharma.

Complaint stands disposed.
