O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Rajesh Bhola r/o. H. No. 1218, Sector-14, Sonepat, Haryana (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, A Block, Shalimar Bagh, Delhi – 110088, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s grandmother Smt. Sheela Devi(referred hereinafter as the patient) at Fortis Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th September, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajesh Bhola r/o. H.No. 1218, Sector-14, Sonepat, Haryana (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, A Block, Shalimar Bagh, Delhi – 110088, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s grandmother Smt. Sheela Devi(referred hereinafter as the patient) at Fortis Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply of Dr. Arvind Khurana, Dr. Tapan K. Katia and Dr. Rajeev Nayyar, Medical Superintendent, Fortis Hospital, copy of medical records of Fortis Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observed that the patient was admitted with complaints of abdominal distension, fever and breathing difficulty.  She was found to be suffering from the septicemia secondary to cholangitis which followed C.B.D. stone removal one week earlier.  U.S.G. also revealed presence of multiple liver abscesses.  In view of the septicemia and respiratory distress, the patient was shifted to I.C.U. and kept on ventilatory support.  During this stage, echocardiogram done showed presence of L.V. systolic dysfunction with ejection fraction of 30-35% percent, subsequently with antibiotic therapy, the patient came out of the septicemic state.   During septicemia,  myocardial  dysfunction  can  occur  which  is  reversible  and  myocardial   function becomes   normal   once    the   septicemic   stage   subsides.     So   this   patient   had   transient 
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myocardial dysfunction during septicemia which recovered after control of septicemia with antibiotics.  So echocardiograms done subsequently after discharge from the said hospital showed normal L.V. systolic function.  It is further observed that there was also no need to do serial echocardiograms in the hospital.
In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s grandmother Smt. Sheela Devi at Fortis Hospital. 
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th September, 2012 came up for confirmation before the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 3rd October, 2012.

Whilst confirming the decision of the Executive Committee, the Council observed that the remark “It is further observed that there was also no need to do serial echocardiograms in the hospital.” appearing in the Executive Committee Order is unwarranted and the same is expunged.

The Order of the Executive Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.
