O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Addl. DCP South East District, New Delhi, forwarded by Jt. Secretary (Home), Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Smt. Pooja w/o. Shri Dayal r/o. H-I/233, Madangir, New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Alam Clinic, Madangir, New Delhi and Vasudeva Nursing Home, B-34, Shivalik, Panchsheel-Gitanjali Road, New Delhi – 110017, in the treatment administered to late Pooja (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in her death on 30.6.2010 at G.M. Modi Hospital, Mandir Marg, Saket, New Delhi, where she was subsequently treated.
The Delhi Medical Council perused the representation from Police, copy of medical records of Vasudeva Nursing Home, G.M. Modi Hospital, Post Mortem report No. 694/1 dated 1.7.2010 of All India Institute of Medical Sciences, FSL report No.2010/C-4906/10012 dated 31.12.2010 of FSL Rohini and other documents as provided by the Police.

The Delhi Medical Council notes that the patient with history of attempted suicide by hanging was admitted in Vasudeva Nursing Home on 20.6.2010 in a very critical state and was administered resuscitated treatment.  After stabilizing the patient, she was transferred to G.M. Modi Hospital where she was diagnosed as a case of Hypoxic brain injury secondary to hanging with multi-organ failure.  The condition of the patient continued to deteriorate and in spite of the medical treatment she succumbed on 30.6.2010.  The cause of death as per Post Mortem report No. 694/1 was “Hypoxic brain injury as a consequence to Hanging.”  It is further noted that as per the police no medical treatment was given to late Pooja in Alam Polyclinic. 
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In light of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that late Pooja died as a result of hypoxic brain damage which resulted from hanging.  The Post Mortem findings corroborate the medical condition recorded in the medical records of Vasudeva Nursing Home and G.M. Modi Hospital.  The patient was treated as per accepted professional practices at Vasudeva Nursing Home and G.M. Modi Hospital and prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to late Pooja.

Matter stands disposed.
