The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri S.P. Singh, r/o RZ-26, Gali No. 1, East Sagarpur, New Delhi-110046 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. R.N. Kalra in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Chalti Devi (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Kalra Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th June, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri S.P. Singh, r/o RZ-26, Gali No. 1, East Sagarpur, New Delhi-110046 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. R.N. Kalra in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Chalti Devi (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Kalra Hospital.

The Executive Committee noted that the complainant Shri S.P. Singh has also made a complaint directly to Delhi Medical Council in which he had alleged medical negligence on the part of doctors of Bhagat Hospital, Janakpuri, New Delhi in respect of treatment of his wife Smt. Chalti Devi.  However, in a complaint made to Medical Council of India, which has been forwarded to Delhi Medical Council, Shri S.P. Singh has alleged medical negligence on the part of doctors of Kalra Hospital, Kirti Nagar, New Delhi where his wife Smt. Chalti Devi was subsequently treated.

The Executive Committee perused both the complaints and the documents submitted therewith.

The Executive Committee noted that the patient Smt. Chalti Devi, 62 years, female, a diagnosed case of diabetics was admitted (21.4.11 to 27.4.11) with PUO to Bhagat Hospital, D-2/48-49, Janakpuri, New Delhi; she subsequently received treatment at Kalra Hospital, Kirti Nagar, New Delhi from 24th May, 2011 to 12th June, 2011 and then from 18th June, 2011 to 20th June, 2011.  The patient was thereafter treated at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital from 22nd June, 2011 to 11th July, 2011.  The  patient  was  diagnosed  to  be  suffering  from  tuberculosis  at  Kalra Hospital and then IBM at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital.

Due to short duration of disease symptoms as per Discharge Summary of Bhagat Hospital, the patient was diagnosed as UTI with DM.  While she was discharged after seven days further investigations at Kalra Hospital and Sir Ganga Ram Hospital revealed TB which deteriorated to TBM.

It is observed that the symptoms with which the patient presented at Bhagat Hospital, she was rightly diagnosed under the circumstance and treated as per standard protocol.  Similarly, the patient was properly diagnosed, investigated and treated at Kalra Hospital during the course of admission at Kalra Hospital wherein based on the investigation reports and clinical condition of the patient, she was put on ATT.  The patient’s CT head revealed lacunar infarct and lumbar puncture was found to be hemorrhagic.  However, since the patient’s condition was not improving, she was referred to a higher centre for further evaluation and better management.  The line of treatment administered at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital as is evident from discharge summary of Ganga Ram Hospital where the patient was managed conservatively, does not show any anomaly in the treatment administered prior to her admission at Ganga Ram Hospital.  It is observed that the patient’s condition followed the sequence of ailments with which she was suffering.

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to Smt. Chalti Devi at Bhagat Hospital or Kalra Hospital.

Matter stands disposed.
