The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Charan Singh, r/o 5277, Gali Bharat Nagar, Shora Kothi, Paharganj, New Delhi-110055 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of the doctors of Delhi Heart & Lung Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Kanta Devi (CR 97196) at Delhi Heart & Lung Institute, 3 mm-II, Panchkuian Road, New Delhi-110055, resulting in her death on 5.12.2011.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th November, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Charan Singh, r/o 5277, Gali Bharat Nagar, Shora Kothi, Paharganj, New Delhi-110055 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of the doctors of Delhi Heart & Lung Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Kanta Devi (CR 97196) at Delhi Heart & Lung Institute, 3 mm-II, Panchkuian Road, New Delhi-110055, resulting in her death on 5.12.11.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Hospital Administrator, Delhi Heart & Lung Institute, copy of medical records of Delhi Heart & Lung Institute and other documents on records. 

The Executive Committee notes that the patient Smt. Kanta Devi was fifty years old female, a known case of hypertension for the last ten years, diabetic for the last three years, presented to emergency on 1st December, 2011 at 3.00 a.m. with  complaints  of  acute breathlessness associated with 
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apprehension, vomiting, orthopnoea and diaphoresis since 1.00 a.m.  The patient’s ECG showed sinus tachycardia with complete LBBB.  The patient was admitted to CCU at 3.26 a.m. for evaluation and further management. She was diagnosed, investigated and treated conservatively.  Her condition improved and she was shifted to High Dependency Unit.  The patient was planned for CAG after stabilization and improvement of thrombocytopenia.  However, on request of the attendants of the patient, the patient was shifted to the ward on 2nd December, 2011.  Insulin infusion was continued in view of persistent raised blood sugar.  The patient was doing  well  in  the

ward.  On 4th December, 2011 at around 9.50 p.m. to 10.00 p.m., the patient developed breathlessness associated with epigastric discomfort after returning back from bathroom.  On examination, the patient was found to have raised blood-pressure and chest showed B/L basal crepts, for which, the patient was given injection Lasix, O2 inhalation, NTG infusion and immediately shifted to CCU for further management.  While shifting to CCU, the patient developed increased breathlessness associated with apprehension and sweating.  In CCU, the patient was found to have acute LVF with desaturation.  The patent was managed with injectable morphine, diuretics, BiPAP ventilation, NTG infusion and other supportive medications.  However, the patient developed bradycardia followed by asystole.  Resuscitative measures were initiated and the patient was revived but the condition of the patient continued to deteriorate inspite of mechanical ventilator support and intrope infusion.  The patient again developed bradycardia followed by hypotension and inspite of resuscitation, could not be revived and declared dead at 5.54 p.m. on 5th December, 2011. 

In view of the above, the Executive Committee observes that the patient was diagnosed, investigated and treated as per accepted professional practices  in  such  cases.   It  is, therefore, the  decision  of  the  Executive
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Committee that the patient died due to her underlying co-morbidities and prima-facie no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of the doctors of Delhi Heart & Lung Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Kanta Devi (CR 97196) at Delhi Heart & Lung Institute, 3 mm-II, Panchkuian Road, New Delhi-110055. 
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th November, 2012 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 9th January, 2013.
