The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ramesh Chand, Flat No. 256, Pocket-A, Sector-13, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Shailendra Jain of Ayushman Hospital, Plot No. 2, Sector-12, Dwarka, Delhi-110075, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Santosh Kataria at Ayushman Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th May, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ramesh Chand, Flat No. 256, Pocket-A, Sector-13, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Shailendra Jain of Ayushman Hospital, Plot No. 2, Sector-12, Dwarka, Delhi-110075, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Santosh Kataria (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Ayushman Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Shailender Jain of Ayurhsman Hospital and copy of medical records of Ayushman Hospital.
The Executive Committee observed that the patient, who was suffering from gall stone disease, was admitted in the said Hospital on 28th September, 2011.  After investigation, the patient was diagnosed as a case of obstructive jaundice and pancreatitis and EPT (Endoscopic Papillotomy) was done on 30th September, 2011, which  was  appropriate  procedure  at that time.  After that 
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the laparoscopic cholecystectomy was performed on 2nd October, 2011.  The patient was discharged on 4th October, 2011, after satisfactory recovery from the surgery.  The patient developed post-operative port site infection after approximately sixth weeks of surgery.  For which the patient was treated in the said Hospital many times and after three months of treatment, the patient became all right.  After going through the records of the  said  Hospital as  available  of  the  patient,  the Executive Committee observed that appropriate medical treatment has been provided to the patient, however, the port site infection has occurred, which is not an uncommon complication of laparscopic surgery.  Adequate and appropriate treatment was provided to the patient and the patient became all right and all the appropriate medical facility has been given to the patient as per standard protocol.  
In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Shailendra Jain of Ayushman Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Santosh Kataria at Ayushman Hospital.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th May, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th May, 2013.
