O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Disciplinary Committee examined a complaint of Ms. Shikha w/o. Shri Karan, r/o. F-8/116, Sector-15, Rohini, Delhi – 110085, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Rachana and Dr. Renu Gupta, in the treatment of the complaint.
The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 30th October, 2014 is reproduced herein-below :-
“The Disciplinary Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Shikha w/o. Shri Karan, r/o. F-8/116, Sector-15, Rohini, Delhi – 110085 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Rachana and Dr. Renu Gupta, in the treatment of the complaint.
The Disciplinary Committee perused the complaint, written statements of Dr. Renu Gupta, Dr. Rachna, copy of medical records of Manasvi Polyclinic and Maternity Centre and other documents on record.

The following were heard in person :-

The complainant Smt. Shikha failed to appear before the Disciplinary Committee in-spite of notice.

The crux of the allegation of the complainant is that from 10th September, 2011 to 12th September, 201, Dr. Rachna tried to induce labour pain for expulsion of dead fetus, instead of surgically removing the same and as a result, she suffered severe pain and agony.  It was only on 12th September, 2011 when attempt to expel the fetus through induction of labour pain did not succeed, a cesarean section was performed on her and dead fetus was expelled and the complainant was discharged on 16th September, 2011.  It is further alleged that during her admission, the complainant was neglected; her stay was prolonged due to monetary consideration and she further had to seek medical treatment for the complications of the surgery, subsequent to her discharge from Dr. Rachna’s Manasvi Polyclinic and Maternity Centre.
Dr. Rachna in her written statement averred that the complainant Smt. Shikha, w/o, Shri Karan, twenty four years old female was admitted at her centre on 10th September, 2011 at 6.30 p.m. The patient was referred to her by Dr. Renu Gupta on 10th September, 2011 with ultrasound report.  The ultrasound report was suggestive of intrauterine death of fetus of abort thirty seven weeks gestational age with sings of maceration.  The ultrasound was one on 10th September, 2011.  On admission, the complainant’s vitals were stable. The complainant was afebrile.  P/a- uterus term size, cephalic, relaxed, fetal heart sound not localized.P/v-os1 finger, cervix uneffaced, membrance +/flat, head high up, pelvis adequate. The complainant was given misoprostol induction for cervical ripening. The complainant was put on triple antibiotics (injection  monocef,  injection  metvogyl, injection   amikacin).   To   see

coagulation profile, bleeding urine, clotting time done, which was 100ml.  Syntocinon augmentation started at 1.00 p.m. on 11th September, 2011.  The complainant went into non-progress of labour and was advised LSCS on 12th September, 2011 at 3.00 p.m. LSCS was done on 12th September, 2011.  Macerated IUD male baby delivered at 5.00 p.m. (weight-3kg) and handed over to the complainant).  The relatives of the complainant were told to get fetal post-mortem/autopsy done to know cause of intrauterine death of fetus, the relatives of the complainant were not willing for it.  Post-operative the complainant was stable and discharged on 16th September, 2011 (day five of LSCS).  The complainant was advised to come for dressing on 18th September, 2011 (morning) but the complainant did not turned up.  In the end, Dr. Rachna wants to state that the treatment give to the complainant bears no medical negligence.
Dr. Renu Gupta in her written statement averred that the allegation of charging rupees seventy thousand towards consultation is absolutely baseless.  She had charged no consultation fee from the complainant as she used to work at part time in her clinic few years back.  This allegation is false and frivolous. 
In light of the above, the Disciplinary Committee makes the following observations :-
(1) The complainant was admitted on 10th September, 2011 at Manasvi Polyclinic and Maternity Centre under Dr. Rachna with G6P1L1A4 thirty seven weeks with IUD fetus.  The complainant underwent LSCS for non-progress of labour on 12th September, 2011 at 5.00 p.m. and delivered dead male baby of 3 Kilogram.

The dead baby was handed over to the relatives and they expressed unwillingness to post-mortem.  It is observed that it is accepted professional practice to initiate induction of labour in case of IUD, before undertaking LSCS procedure. However in such cases informed consent should be taken from patient which is not available on record. 
The complainant in postoperative period was stable and discharged on 16th September, 2011 with an advice to follow-up for stitch removal on 18th September, 2011 but she did not follow-up. 

(2) It is observed that during admission, as per records, the complainant’s blood-pressure was normal throughout the hospital stay.  The complainant’s had PPH (Amount not mentioned) which was managed on drugs.  The complainant was treated with antibiotics, analgesics and IV fluids.  The post-operative period was uneventful with normal blood-pressure.  There are, however, no records of any antihypertensive given to the patient.  
(3) It is also noted that at the time i.e. 12th September, 2011, the complainant underwent LSCS procedure performed by Dr. Rachna, the Manasavi Polyclinic and Medical Centre was not registered with the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi.  
(4) It is observed that the operation notes do not reflect any reasons for death of baby.  The placental condition is also not mentioned.  The placenta was also not sent for histopathological

examination.  No efforts were made to find out the cause of intrauterine death of a full term baby.  There is no mention of any gross malformation of the baby.  
(5) We find it very disconcerting that Dr. Renu Gupta had been prescribing antihypertensive drugs casually to the complainant who was full term pregnant without finding out the cause for the same.  
In light of the observations made herein-above, the Disciplinary Committee recommends that a warning be issued to Dr. Rachna (Delhi Medical Council Registration No.DMC/R/01099)  and Dr. Renu Gupta is advised to follow rational use of drugs as part of good medical practice, after proper examination of Antenatal case.  
A copy of this Order be also sent to the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi for taking appropriate action against Manasavi Polyclinic and Medical Centre under the provisions of the Nursing Home Registration Act. 
Complaint stands disposed.”
