O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Additional D.C.P. North District Delhi, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of intrauterine death of baby of Smt. Heena Chhabra, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Gouri Hospital, 30, Malka Ganj Road, Jawahar Nagar, Delhi-110007(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th November, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Additional D.C.P. North District Delhi, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of intrauterine death of baby of Smt. Heena Chhabra, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Gouri Hospital, 30, Malka Ganj Road, Jawahar Nagar, Delhi-110007(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of medical records of Gouri Hospital, Malkaganj, Delhi, Post Mortem report No. 163/2012, as supplied by the Police and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee makes the following observations: 

1. The mother of the newborn baby Smt. Heena Chhabra was admitted at the said Hospital as a known case of diabetes and was being regularly examined and treated. 
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2. At her last antenatal visit on 2nd February, 2012, USG had shown a live fetus and she was advised to come on 16th February, 2012 for next visit. 

3. However, she reported on 21st February, 2012 (i.e. five days late than the scheduled visit) when fetal heart could not be located and ultrasound scan revealed an intrauterine demise.  The fetus showed spalding sign suggestive of intrauterine death of the baby.

4. It was a high risk pregnancy in view of diabetic mother and in such case intrauterine death of the baby can occur due to various metabolic disturbances. 

It is noted from the records that antenatal care was regularly done by the doctors with proper advice.

5. The post-mortem opinion as to hypoxia being probably cause of death is in consonance with the intrauterine death of the baby. 

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no medical negligence is made out on the part of the doctors of Gouri Hospital, in death of baby of Smt. Heena Chhabra.

Matter stands disposed.” 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th November, 2012 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 9th January, 2013.
