O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Raj Singh, House No. 66, Pana Uddhyan, Narela, Delhi-110040 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ashish Chaudhary, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Ajay Kumar (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Shradha Multi Speciality Hospital, Safiyabad Road, Narela, Delhi-110041 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th February, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Raj Singh, House No. 66, Pana Uddhan, Narela, Delhi-110040 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ashish Chaudhary, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Ajay Kumar (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Shradha Multi Speciality Hospital, Safiyabad Road, Narela, Delhi-110041 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted by the complainant.  
The Executive Committee observes that the patient was admitted with firearm/gunshot injury in right thigh.  When the patient reached the hospital, he was in shock with suspected injury to femoral vessels (main vascular  supply  for  maintaining  the viability of the limb), the patient was 
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resuscitated with adequate measures as per standard protocol.  Later on the patient was operated and appropriate repair of vessels was done and the patient’s life as well as limb was saved.  It is further observed that it is not necessary to remove the bullet.  However, if it is possible easily than only the bullet should be removed.  However, in this case since there was an exit wound as per records, the surgeons might have thought that the Bullet is not there in the wound. 
In light of the above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case  of  medical  negligence  is  made  out  on  the  part  of Dr. Ashish Chaudhary, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Ajay Kumar at Shradha Multi Speciality Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th February, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th February, 2013.
