O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Subhash Chandra, r/o, 79B,Gali No. 01,Sadat Pur, Delhi -110094 , alleging medical negligence on the part of  doctors of St. Stephen’s Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father Shri Vishnu Bhagwan, resulting in his death on 02.04.2014 at St. Stephen’s Hospital, Tis Hazari,Delhi-110054.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th March, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Subhash Chandra, r/o, 79B,Gali No. 01,Sadat Pur, Delhi -110094(referred hereinafter as the complainant) , alleging medical negligence on the part of  doctors of St. Stephen’s Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father Shri Vishnu Bhagwan (referred hereinafter as the Patient), resulting in his death on 02.04.2014 at St. Stephen’s Hospital, Tis Hazari,Delhi-110054.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Ras Bage, Medical Superintendent of St. Stephen’s Hospital and copy of medical records of St. Stephen’s Hospital including NCCT of head dated 26.03.2014, NCCT thorax dated 01.04.2014, NCCT head dated 01.04.2014 and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient was a  known case of hypertension, diabetes  with a past history of CVA three year back, was admitted on 26th March, 2014 with left  hemiplegia. On evaluation his BP was 210/140 mmHg  and CT showed right acute basal ganglia bleed. Patient was managed conservatively and responded to therapy. A chest referral was taken and X ray chest showed left retro cardiac opacity, for which a CT chest was advised .

Taking into consideration of X-ray findings which revealed doubtful patch of consolidation on the left side near the retro cardiac area the doing of CT chest is justified.

Following CT chest,  patient’s  BP  shot up  and  neurological  condition deteriorated and patient was shifted to ICU. Repeat CT head revealed evidence of new cerebellar bleed and possibility of basal ganglia rebleed. In spite of all the treatment patient died on 2nd April, 2014. CT chest shows left lower lobe patches of consolidation, hence it was required.The Medical Superintendent of St.Stephen’s Hospital claims the X-ray finding revealed doubtful patch of consolidation on left side near cardiac area to rule out pneumonia. Patient is a known hypertensive and was admitted for the same complaint on 26th March, 2014. CT chest is not related to the event. CT chest did not lead to death. It was cereberal haemotoma which was the cause of death.
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of  doctors of St. Stephen’s Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father Shri Vishnu Bhagwan , resulting in his death on 02.04.2014 at St. Stephen’s Hospital, Tis Hazari,Delhi-110054.

Complaint stands disposed. “
