O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Disciplinary Committee examined a complaint of Shri Mohmmad Zaqi r/o. House No. 5078, Phatak Baans, Bazar Sirki Walan, Hauz Khazi, Delhi-110006 against Kifayat Diagnostic Centre, VI/1502, First Floor, Jamiat Building, Gali Qasimjan, Ballimaran, Delhi-110006.  
The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 24th October, 2017 is reproduced herein-below :-

The  Disciplinary Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined complaint of Shri Mohmmad Zaqi r/o. House No. 5078, Phatak Baans, Bazar Sirki Walan, Hauz Khazi, Delhi-110006 (referred hereinafter as the complainant) against Kifayat Diagnostic Centre, VI/1502, First Floor, Jamiat Building, Gali Qasimjan, Ballimaran, Delhi-110006 (referred hereinafter as the said Centre).  
The Disciplinary Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Talat Aziz, Director, Kifayat Diagnostic Centre, VI/1502, First Floor, Jamiat Building, Gali Qasimjan, Ballimaran, Delhi-110006, copy of medical records of Kifayat Diagnostic Centre, VI/1502, First Floor, Jamiat Building, Gali Qasimjan, Ballimaran, Delhi-110006 and other documents on record. 

The Disciplinary Committee noted that Dr. Shahzad Ahmed neither filed his written statement nor appeared before the Disciplinary Committee, inspite of notices.  

The Complainant Shri Mohmmad Zaqi and Dr. Talat Aziz, Director, Kifayat Diagnostic Centre appeared before the Disciplinary Committee and was heard in person. 
It is noted that as per the complaint, the complainant Shri Mohmmad Zaqi has alleged that his mother Zannat B suffered from abdominal pain, hence, on advice of doctor, she underwent an ultrasound test at Kifayat Diagnostic Centre on 29th April, 2014, which reported that she had acute appendicitis.  He, therefore, went to Lok Nayak Hospital for surgery where she was admitted.  She was again advised USG at Lok Nayak Hospital before surgery.  The USG reported no abnormality finding in report of appendix and the same finding was confirmed by repeat USG done at Lok Nayak Hospital.  The doctors of Lok Nayak Hospital told him that the USG report of Kifayat Diagnostic Centre was wrong.  His mother was treated conservatively and discharged.  He alleged that due to wrong USG report of Kifayat Diagnostic Centre, his mother and whole family suffered mental trauma.  He requests that strict action be taken against doctor of Kifayat Diagnostic Centre.  
Dr. Talat Aziz, Director, Kifayat Diagnostic Centre in his written statement averred that the patient Mrs. Jannat came with complaint of pain abdomen referred to them by a general practitioner for ultrasound whole abdomen.  The sinologist, Dr. Shahzad Ahmed gave his findings as ? Acute Appendicitis and advice to be correlated clinically.  As per advice of referring physician, she was later taken to a private nursing home, where attending doctor also has same opinion but due financial problem, they took the patient to Lok Nayak Jaiprakash Hospital.   During Lok Nayak Jaiprakash Hospital stay, attending doctor also gave his impression as acute appendicitis and advice some more tests and I/v medicines.  After few hours, the patient felt symptomatically better and was discharged on conservative treatment.  During the patient’s stay at Kifayat Diagnostic Centre, she was not administered any medicine and only advice to related ultrasound finding clinically and referred to physician.   The attending sinologist Dr. Shahzad Ahmed has left this centre due to his personal reason.  
On enquiry by the Disciplinary Committee, Dr. Talat Aziz stated that Dr. Shahzad Ahmed worked with Kifayat Diagnostic Centre for two months and he left in July, 2014.  He is registered under PNDT Act.  
In view of the above, the Disciplinary Committee makes the following observations:-

1) Dr. Shahzad Ahmed without giving any finding relating to Appendix in the ultrasound whole abdomen report dated 29.04.2014 of Kifayat Diagnostic Centre has concluded that the patient had ? Acute Appendicitis and because of which the apprehension of surgery was created in the mind of the patient.  It is noted from the records of Lok Nayak Hospital where the patient was subsequently treated conservatively as the ultrasound findings were no appendix visualized.   It is thus apparent that he did not exercise reasonable degree of skill, care and knowledge in preparing the USG report and gave a wrong conclusion which unnecessarily caused mental agony and suffering to the patient.

2) Dr. Shahzad Ahmed is a holder of only M.B.B.S. qualification and does not hold any post graduate qualification in radiology or registration under PC-PNDT Act.  He thus is wrongly misrepresenting himself as sonologist.
In light of the above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Disciplinary Committee that name of Dr. Shahzad Ahmed (Delhi Medical Council Registration No.62364) be removed from the State Medical Register of the Delhi Medical Council for a period of 30 days.  A copy of this Order be also sent to the Directorate of Family Welfare, Govt. of NCT of Delhi for information and necessary action. 
Complaint stands disposed.
