The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rameshwar Dass, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Respondent No. 1 & 2, in the treatment administered by them to the complainant’s son late Krishan Gupta, resulting in his death on 5.6.2003.  The Delhi Medical Council after perusing the complaint, replies of the respondents, a written statement of Medical Superintendent, Indraprastha Apollo Hospital and the death summary, Indraprastha Apollo Hospital finds that Late Krishan Gupta a case of Chronic  Myeloid  Leukemia  since  1999  was  receiving  Chemotherapy  for  three years,  he

was admitted in Indraprastha Apollo Hospital on 21.5.2003 with a diagnosis of CML blast crisis with Septicemia.  The disease is known to have a poor prognosis with high mortality rate, in spite of the best treatment.  The line of treatment adopted by the respondents 1 & 2 in the management of this case was in accordance with the accepted professional practice, hence, no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. Harsh Dua and Dr. P.K. Dass.

Complaint stands disposed.
