O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Rajkumari, G-726, Srinivas Puri, New Delhi, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Richa Mishra, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Safdarjung Hospital, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029, resulting in evisceration of left eye at All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029; where the complainant was subsequently treated.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th January, 2016  is reproduced herein-below :

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined  a complaint of Smt. Rajkumari, G-726, Srinivas Puri, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Richa Mishra, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Safdarjung Hospital, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in evisceration of left eye at All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029; where the complainant was subsequently treated.  

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, comments of Dr. Richa Mishra, Medical Officer, Department of Opthalmology Safdarjang Hospital, report of All India Medical Institute dated 15.04.2014, copy of medical records as annexed with the complaint.

The Executive Committee observes that the complainant Smt.Raj Kumari, 60years female underwent uneventful small incision cataract surgery  on   25th  February ,  2014  at  Safdarjung  Hospital  which  was 
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performed by Dr. Richa Mishra. The complainant was discharged after two hours of surgery. On the first follow up day i.e. 26th February, 2014, the complainant presented with acute pain and discharge. The patient was readmitted with diagnosis of Endophthalmitis. Intravitreal and intracameral antibiotics were given beside ​​​​intensive topical and systemic antibiotic therapy. Inspite of intensive therapy the condition did not improve and hence the complainant was transferred to Dr. Rajendra Prasad Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences, All India Institute of Medical Sciences after taking prior consultation from there on 27th February, 2014.The discharge summary of Safdarjung  Hospital  showed 

vision as PL positive but PR inaccurate .The  conjunctiva was congested,  the cornea was oedematous, the Anterior Chamber had fibrinous exudates, pupil was sluggishly reactive, glow was faint . Rest of details were not visible. USG B-Scan revealed vitreous cavity clear, no haze seen. Blood sugar was-fasting103mg/dl and PP -139mg/dl.  The findings recorded in Dr.Rajendra Prasad Centre for Opthalmic Sciences, All India Institute of Medical Sciences casualty on 27th February,2014, in addition to the above finding were-PL +, PR inaccurate, 360 degree corneal ring abscess, anterior chamber having fibrinous exudates with hypopyon. USG left eye revealed vitreous cavity filled with moderate to high intensity spikes suggestive of ?  haemorrhage, chorodial detachment and chorioretinal thickening . No vitreoretinal surgery was possible in view of corneal involvement. Patient was put on intensive topical and systemic antiobiotics. No intravitreal injection was given in view of unhealthy wound. Culture reports from the corneal affection did not show any growth. The patient was admitted and closely monitored for development of Panophthalmitis .  On  the third day total corneal melt was noted; case was discussed with consultant cornea, who advised evisceration. On 3rd March, 2014 evisceration was done after following due protocol at  Dr.Rajendra Prasad Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences, All India Institute of Medical Sciences.
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It is further observed that the patient developed a fulminant post-operative Endophthalmitis after a seemingly uneventful cataract surgery. Due treatment as per standard protocol was initiated both at Safdarjung Hospital as well as Dr. Rajendra Prasad Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences, All India Institute of Medical Sciences. Inspite of all efforts at the both the hospital, the left eye could not be saved and hence evisceration had to be resorted to safe guard future complication. Post operative Endophthalmitis is a known complication of cataract surgery. The post operative protocol was followed as per established norms and in timely manner.
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Richa Mishra, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Safdarjung Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed. “
