Order

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint, forwarded by Medical Council of India, of Shri Govind Prashad, alleging medical negligence on the part of respondent 1 and 2, in the treatment administered to his nephew late Balraj Srivastava (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of respondents 1& 2, medical records of the said Hospital and heard the following in person: -

The complainant was not present for the hearing.

 Brief facts of the case are that Late Balraj Srivastava was admitted in the said hospital on 21-1-01

with the diagnosis of Bilateral Polycystic Kidney disease, recurrent haematuria , end stage kidney disease etc. He had been suffering from polycystic Kidney disease since 1994 and was admitted in Apollo Hospital earlier also. Since the patient did not improve on conservative treatment and continued to have haematuria left sided nephrectamy was done on him on 1.1.2002 as the haematuria was from left kidney bleed. As the patient was already in end stage renal failure, nephrectamy aggravated his kidney functions further and he was put on haemodialysis.  Subsequently as a preferred line of management for renal failure, kidney transplantation was decided after discussion with the family members. In view of paucity of other donors, his mother was finally accepted as the marginal donor for her advanced age and the transplantation was performed on 15.1.2002. Post operatively the graft was accepted and functioned well. He also suffered in between from intestinal obstruction, which he responded well to conservative management and was discharged on 08.2.2002. He was readmitted again for recurrence of intestinal obstruction. His DJ stent was removed on 19.02.2002 and discharged on 20.2.2002 with all necessary advice including antibiotics cover. He was readmitted again on 1.3.2002 with fever & infection because of cyst infection in the right kidney. He did not respond to cyst aspiration and other medical treatment, leading to septicemia and his condition deteriorated rapidly. As a life saving measure, right nephrectomy was done on him on 07.3.2002. In spite of all these measures, his condition continued to be critical and expired on 10.3.2002. Due consent, for all the surgical procedures undertaken on the patient were given by the patient. Considering the changing clinical status of the patient, the scheduling of the surgical interventions appears to be well within the accepted professional practices and the patient was provided with adequate treatment/management. No medical negligence could be attributed in the death of the patient on the part of respondents 1& 2.

Complaint stands disposed.
