O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Sachin Dhingra, r/o, A-4/142, Sector-17, Rohini, Delhi-110085, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Saroj Hospital & Heart Institute, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father late Murlidhar Dhingra at Saroj Hospital & Heart Institute, Madhuban Chowk, Sector-14 (Extn.), Rohini, Delhi-110085,resulting in his death.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th March, 2016 is reproduced herein-below- :
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined  a complaint of Shri Sachin Dhingra, r/o, A-4/142, Sector-17, Rohini, Delhi-110085 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Saroj Hospital & Heart Institute (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father late Murlidhar Dhingra(referred hereherinafter as the Patient) at Saroj Hospital & Heart Institute, Madhuban Chowk, Sector-14 (Extn.), Rohini, Delhi-110085,resulting in his death.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr.Ramesh Jain and Dr.  P.K. Bhardwaj Medical Superintendent of Saroj Hospital & Heart Institute, copy of medical records of Saroj hospital & Heart Institute and other documents on records.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient was transferred to Saroj Hospital in view of acute renal failure due to septicemia due to non-availability of dialysis at Bhagwan Mahavir Hospital.Bhagwan Mahavir Hosptial had transferred the patient with a diagnosis of operated case of duodenal ulcer,  dyselectrolytemia, CO2 narcosis with chest infection  with  CRF .  Advised  transfer  to  a  higher  center  for
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 further management. At the time of transfer he was anemic, had evidence of septicemia  and   high   blood  urea and  creatinine .  The patient   was received in Saroj Hospital, examined and a diagnosis of COPD with operated duodenal ulcer with dyselectrolytemia with CO2 narcosis with chest infection and CRF was made. Patient had been using BIPAP at home. Patient was treated at Saroj Hospital with Blood transfusions, intravenous antibiotics, I/V fluids, inotropic support with an output that progressively drecreased, with a progressive rise in urea & creatinine . Patient was given a dialysis first time on 7th April, 2014 while the patient was on BIPAP and nor-adrenaline support.Despite  hemodilysis and change of antibiotics, patient did not show a consistent improvement and had to be given invasive ventilation on 15th April, 2014. At this time he was in Respiratory and Metabolic Alkalosis. While on ventilation, patient developed sudden bradycardia from which he could not be revived.                                
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that, the patient was treated as per accepted professional practices by the doctors of Saroj Hospital & Heart Institute, hence, prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Saroj Hospital & Heart Institute, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father late Murlidhar Dhingra at Saroj Hospital & Heart Institute.

Complaint stands disposed. “
