O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a  representation from S.H.O, Police Station Sangam Vihar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Pulumoni Duwarah Paul w/o Shri. Sanjay Kumar Paul, r/o, 108, sector-03, Pushp Vihar, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Deepti Wahi of Referral Hospital/ Base Hospital Indo Tibetan Border Police Force, Tigri Camp, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s newborn baby at Base Hospital of ITBP at Tigri New Delhi, resulting in the death of her newborn baby at Safdarjung Hospital, where he was subsequently treated.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 28th September, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a  representation from S.H.O, Police Station Sangam Vihar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Pulumoni Duwarah Paul w/o Shri. Sanjay Kumar Paul, r/o, 108, sector-03, Pushp Vihar, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Deepti Wahi of Referral Hospital/ Base Hospital Indo Tibetan Border Police Force, Tigri Camp, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s newborn baby at Base Hospital of ITBP at Tigri New Delhi, resulting in the death of her newborn baby at Safdarjung Hospital, where he was subsequently treated. 

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of the complaint of Smt. Pulumoni Duwarah Paul, written statement of Dr. Deepti Wahi, Dr. M.M. Hansdak, and Admn. Officer of Referral Hospital, ITBP, copy of medical records of Base Hopsital of ITBP, Safdarjung Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that in this case, the complainant was O Rh. Negative and was tested by ICT at 7 months of Pregnancy which was negative. She was given Injection Anti-D at 7month of pregnancy. She delivered a preterm baby on 15th May, 2011 at 2 am in Base Hospital ITBP at Tigri New Delhi. At the time of birth, cord blood was sent for blood grouping which was found to be B Rh. positive . Baby was well,  accepting feeds. Next day (on 16th May, 2011), the baby was noticed to have Jaundice. Serum Bilibrubin was only 10mg %, hence phototherapy was started. Baby was active and accepting feeds well. Blood sugar was 88mg% . Repeat serum Bilibrubin test for next morning was advised. On 17th May, 2011 the baby was seen at  6:00AM and was found to be accepting feeds well, advised to continue phototherapy and review with repeat serum Bilibrubin  report.  At  5:30 pm  on  17th  May, 2011, Serum Bilibrubin report was found to be 39mg %, hence the baby was referred to a higher centre for further management. Baby was initially taken to GM Modi Hospital but was not admitted there, hence, was taken to Safdarjung Hospital where he expired at 4:10pm on 18th May, 2011.
The Executive Committee observes that the baby was given proper medical treatment and was referred immediately after a report of very high Serum Bilibrubin. It is well known that Serum Bilibrubin may rise in cases of Rh. incompatibility for which phototherapy and exchange transfusion is advised, which was done in this case. i.e. phototherapy was done at the Base Hospital and exchange transfusion was planned at Safdarjung Hospital, New Delhi.
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Deepti Wahi of Referral Hospital/ Base Hospital Indo Tibetan Border Police Force, Tigri Camp, New Delhi , in the treatment administered to the complainant’s newborn baby at Base Hospital.
