O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Mrs. Renu Sharma, w/o late Shri K.N. Sharma, r/o- B-31, Balajipuram, Albatia Road, Shahganj, Agra-282010, U.P., forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Atul Gupta of Northern Railway Central Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband late Shri K.N. Sharma at Northern Railway Central Hospital, New Delhi resulting in his death.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd June, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Mrs. Renu Sharma, w/o late Shri K.N. Sharma, r/o- B-31, Balajipuram, Albatia Road, Shahganj, Agra-282010, U.P., forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Atul Gupta of Northern Railway Central Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband late Shri K.N. Sharma(referred hereinafter as the patient) at Northern Railway Central Hospital, Basant Lane, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) resulting in his death.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Atul Gupta, Dr. M.B. Shankhwar, Medical Director Northern Railway Central Hospital, copy of medical records of Northern Railway Central Hospital and other documents on record. 

The Executive Committee observed that the patient late Shri K.N. Sharma was admitted in ICU of the said Hospital on 22.10.2013 at 10.55 a.m.  Patient was 78 yrs old and diagnosed case of DM, HTN, CAD (had Bypass surgery in year 2000). Patient was diagnosed as a case of acute cholecystitis and chalelithiasis with obstructive jaundice with sepsis and septic shock.   As per the medical records of the said hospital, patient was brought to the said hospital with drowsiness, pain abdomen and vomiting with poor oral intake.  For this clinical diagnosis Ryles tube insertion is mandatory as per standard treatment care.  The contention of the complainant that the patient died due to Ryles tube insertion is medically untenable; rather patient was terminally ill, had multi organ dysfunction, LVEF 33% only and he died due to his disease condition and septicaemia. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Atul Gupta of Northern Railway Central Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband late Shri K.N. Sharma. 

Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd June, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 6th July, 2017.
