O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ashok Kumar Verma, r/o- Flat No.1500, Type-II, Delhi Prashasan Flats, Gulabi Bagh, Delhi-110007, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Ajay Kumar  at Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute and G.B. Pant Hospital, New Delhi.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 21st  November, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ashok Kumar Verma, r/o- Flat No.1500, Type-II, Delhi Prashasan Flats, Gulabi Bagh, Delhi-110007, (referred hereinafter as the complainant) alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Ajay Kumar (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute and G.B. Pant Hospital, New Delhi(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Medical Superintendent of Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Prashant Kumar Chaudhary, written statement of Head of Office, GIPMER enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Anirban Hom Choudhuri, Dr. Anita Jagetia, copy of medical records of Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, G.B. Pant Hospital and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee notes that the Patient has RTA(Road traffic accident)on 11th August, 2015 and was admitted at Sri Balaji Action Hospital where he was operated for diagnosis of right EDH and SDH with fronted contusion and Lt. SDH by right FT craniotomy with evacuation of right EDH and SDH with duraplasty/Bone flapkept in abdominal wall.Tracheostomy was also    done and patient was kept on mechanical ventilator. Complainant took his patient LAMA and brought him to GB pant Hospital on 19th August, 2015. General ICU and transferred on 28th August, 2015’. Left Burr hole evacuation and empyema was evacuated on 09th September, 2015. EVD done on 30th September, 2015.   Percutaneous endoscopic gastrostomy (PEG) don on 17th September, 2015 for feeding.  The patient has leak at PEG site which was addressed.  The patient has collection at PEG site and with sepsis which was diagnosed and adequately managed but the patient has deteriorated on 21st October, 2015 and inspite of resuscitation, the patient could not be revived and died on 21st October, 2015.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute and G.B. Pant Hospital, New Delhi in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Ajay Kumar.
