O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri S.V. Ramani s/o Smt. Kamalam Saharsranaman r/o- 48A, Pocket-A, Mayur Vihar, Phase-II, Delhi110091, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Deepak Talwar of Metro Hospital, L-94, Sector-11, Noida 201301, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother late Smt. Kamalam Sahasranaman, resulting in her death on 28.06.2016 at Metro Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd September, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri S.V. Ramani s/o Smt. Kamalam Saharsranaman r/o- 48A, Pocket-A, Mayur Vihar, Phase-II, Delhi110091, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Deepak Talwar of Metro Hospital, L-94, Sector-11, Noida 201301, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother late Smt. Kamalam Sahasranaman(referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in her death on 28.06.2016 at Metro Hospital(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Deepak Talwar and Dr. Kanika Kanwar, Medical Superintendent, Metro Centre of Respiratory Diseases, copy of medical records of Metro Hospital & Heart Institute and other documents on record. 

The Executive Committee noted that the patient Ms. Kamalam Sahasranaman was admitted in Metro Hospital on 21.05.2016 with history of respiratory distress, drowsiness, swelling all over body.  She was a known case of COPD and hypertension which was poorly controlled. She had a past history of admission for similar complaint 3 years prior to the current episode with a successful outcome.  The patient was on treatment for the same complaint for last 7 days before being transferred to Metro Hospital.  The   patient  was  managed  following  the  standard  treatment protocol for respiratory failure with co morbid conditions.  She developed sepsis & multi organ complication which in elderly patient carries a poor prognosis. 
The Executive observed that antibiotics were given as per the standard protocol following the culture and senstivity Pattern for the organism and titrating the dose of the drugs as per the kidney function.  
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Metro Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother late Smt. Kamalam Sahasranaman, at Metro Hospital. 

Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd September, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th October, 2017.
